Let me express to all of you my sincere gratitude
for your participation in the work of the Conference
on Interaction and Confidence Building Measures
in Asia, which, as of now, becomes an immutable
fact and one of the institutions of world politics.

The gross domestic product of the
countries of Asia is about 13 trillion dollars.

At the same time, under the present conditions,
it is impossible to speak with confidence about
the economic prosperity of our continent without
security mechanisms capable to promote a more
secure existence of nations of Asia.

This why | think that this forum is extremely
important not only in view of the discussion of vital
political problems but also in terms of providing
the necessary guarantees to ensure sustainable
economic growth of our countries.

We certainly face very complicated tasks. Asia is
both politicallyand economically heterogeneousarea.
Most probably, it will be more difficult to establish
security institutions in Asia than in Europe though
we are passing our way twice as fast.

The signing of the Almaty Act does not at all mean
that already tomorrow we will get a structure similar
to the OSCE. A lot of intense political and diplomatic
activities are in store for us to bring closer long-term,
often diverging, interests of the Asian countries, to
establish a relevant legal basis.

At the same time, this Act opens up a way to
concrete consultations and negotiations aimed at the
establishment of the CICA organizational foundation.
We must keep in mind that interaction and confidence
building measures include a whole spectrum of
dimensions determining political, military, ecological
and humanitarian security. Expert work must be done
in all these directions without any delay.

| think that we do not have to start from scratch.
A lot has already been done within the framework
of the Shanghai Cooperation Organization. This
organization can become an effective instrument
of ensuring security and confidence on the vast
territory of the Asian continent.

It would also be expedient to use the provisions
of the CIS Collective Security Treaty whose potential
is far from being exhausted.

We call upon all the participants of the CICA
process to display reserve and responsibility in
interrelations with each other in order to avoid large-
scale conflicts and escalation of tension in Asia.
Military conflicts on our continent are fraught with
tens of millions of human victims.

Kazakhstan considers that such documents
as the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty and the
Comprehensive Test Ban Treaty are a solid basis for
building a more secure world, and play an important
role in providing stability, security and confidence
in Asia.

We think that the adoption by our forum of
the Declaration on the Joint Actions in Combating
International Terrorism has an extremely great
importance. To curb international terrorism, we must
unite political, financial, intellectual efforts of the
whole world community.

The Almaty Act suggests to consider
comprehensively an idea of the creation of a
constantly operating Secretariat which could regulate
the work of senior officials on the establishment of
the CICA institutions.

Kazakhstan together with its partners is ready to
actively participate in addressing organizational and
financial aspects of the activities of the Secretariat,
which might consist of diplomatic experts of the
CICA Member States.

CICA Declaration on Eliminating Terrorism
and Promoting Dialogue among Civilizations

We, the Heads of State or Government of the Member States of the
Conference on Interaction and Confidence Building Measures in Asia (CICA),
gathered in Almaty for the First CICA Summit, do hereby declare the following:

We are deeply concerned by the increase in all acts of terrorism worldwide,
including in CICA Member States. We are fully committed to fighting terrorism
and strengthening bilateral, regional and international cooperation, in
accordance with the UN Charter, required to meet this challenge. We emphasize
the central role of the United Nations, its General Assembly and Security
Council, in developing the framework for this.

We express our deepest sorrow over the loss of innocent lives in all acts,
methods or practices of terrorism and convey our sympathies and condolences
to the families of the victims.

We condemn all forms and manifestations of terrorism, committed no
matter when, where or by whom, as barbaric offences and criminal acts
indiscriminately directed at the life and well-being of innocent individuals and
peoples as well as threatening the peaceful coexistence among nations. No
considerations whatsoever can be invoked to justify terrorism.

We are convinced that terrorism constitutes a direct violation of human
rights and, in particular, the right to life, freedom, security and development.

We emphasize that eliminating terrorism is the common goal of all cultures

and civilizations. We believe that all religions of the world reject violence and
terrorism and advocate the protection of human rights.

Member-States of the Conference on Interaction and Confidence Building
Measures in Asia, hereinafter referred to as “the Member-States” and “the CICA”
respectively,

Aiming at the implementation of the provisions of the Almaty Act of June 4,
2002 regarding establishment of the CICA Secretariat, hereinafter referred to
as “the Secretariat”, as well as at defining its functions, structure and principles
of financing,

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1
General Provisions

The Secretariat is hereby established. The Secretariat shall be a permanent
body, which shall exercise its functions in accordance with the principles and
purposes laid down in the Almaty Act of June 4, 2002 and the provisions of the
CICA Rules of Procedure of October 22, 2004 and the present Statute and
Financial Rules of the CICA Secretariat, which shall constitute an integral part
of the present Statute.

The Secretariat shall have its seat in Almaty, the Republic of Kazakhstan,
hereinafter referred to as “the Host Country”.

English and Russian shall be working languages of the Secretariat.

| stated that a new and comprehensive approach,
endowed with political, military, economic and
social measures, is needed in order to deal with
these threats, and to achieve this, close cooperation
and dialogue between states should be given
importance and priority.

In this context, | emphasized that cooperative
security stands out as a key concept for achieving
stability and progress as a common commitment,
and that we see cooperative security as the guiding
principle of international relations.

The developments since then have proven over
and over again how essential it is to cooperate in
the field of security.

We all see how difficult it is to carry out economic
activities and trade in an environment where there
is no security and stability.

In an environment where there is no mutual
trust, the occurrence of misunderstandings, the
creation of problems caused by misunderstandings,
and the eruption of conflicts due to problems, have
been among the situations frequently encountered
in international relations in recent years.

In my opinion, one of the most effective ways
of preventing misunderstandings and problems
turning into conflicts, is dialogue.

With this understanding, during our CICA
Chairmanship, we spared no efforts to create
an environment of cooperative dialogue and
security in Asia. We set the guiding principle of
our Chairmanship as “Constructing Cooperative
Security in Asia.”

| sincerely believe that we should all work
together in this direction and demonstrate the
necessary political will in this regard.

Our work during our Term Presidency will be
carried out entirely on the basis of consensus
among Member States. Your support is key for us to
succeed together.

DECLARATION
of the Third Summit of the Conference on Interaction

Constructing cooperative approach to interaction and security in Asia

We, the Heads of State and Government of the Member States of the
Conference on Interaction and Confidence Building Measures in Asia (CICA);

Having met in Istanbul, Republic of Turkey, for the Third CICA Summit on 8
June 2010 to strengthen joint efforts towards addressing common challenges,
as appropriate, through elaborating effective responses and initiatives thereof;

Reaffirming our commitment and adherence to the UN Charter and
generally recognised principles and norms of international law;

Reaffirming our commitment to the objectives and principles of CICA
enshrined in the basic documents, including Declaration on the Principles
Guiding Relations among the CICA Member States of 14 September 1999 and
Almaty Act of 4 June 2002;

Mindful of mutual interests and common challenges faced by the CICA
Member States and convinced of the need to further strengthen the existing
bonds of Asian solidarity and cooperation;

Acknowledging diversity of traditions, culture and values in Asia as valuable
and mutually enriching factors in relations among the CICA Member States;

Recognising the central role of the United Nations in addressing
international issues;

The Summit today has brought together
leaders and representatives from 47 countries and
international organizations, including CICA Member
States, Observers and invited guests of the Shanghai
summit. Under the theme “Enhancing Dialogue, Trust
and Coordination for a New Asia of Peace, Stability
and Cooperation”, we will discuss the important
subject of security cooperation, explore policies for
long-term peace and stability, and jointly promote
development and prosperity. As such, this Summit is
of great importance to security in Asia and the world
at large and will have far-reaching impacts.

Asia today is home to 67% of the world’s
population and accounts for one third of the global
economy. It is a place where diverse civilizations and
nations meet and interact. Peace and development of
Asia is closely connected with the future of mankind,
and Asia’s stability and revival is a blessing to peace
and development of the world.

Asia today, though facing more risks and
challenges, is still the most dynamic and promising
region in the world. Peace, development and win-
win cooperation are the main trend in the region,
and countries in the region generally prefer policies
that address differences and disputes through
consultation and negotiation. Asia enjoys a rising
status in the international strategic landscape and
plays an increasingly important role in promoting
a multi-polar world and democracy in international
relations. Such a sound situation in the region has
not come easily and ought to be doubly cherished.

Asia today is witnessing vibrant cooperation in
the economic field. Cooperation in the security field
is making progress despite difficulties, and various
cooperation mechanisms are more dynamic. Asia
has come to a crucial stage in security cooperation
where we need to build on the past achievements
and strive for new progress.

cultural traditions as well as social systems, and have
different security interests and aspirations. However,
we all live in the same Asian family. With our interests
and security so closely intertwined, we will swim or
sink together and we are increasingly becoming a
community of common destiny.

Security must be universal. We cannot just have
the security of one or some countries while leaving
the rest insecure, still less should one seek the so-
called absolute security of itself at the expense of
the security of others. Otherwise, just as a Kazakh
proverb aptly puts it, “One who tries to blow out
other’s oil lamp will get his beard on fire.”

Security must be equal. Every country has the
equal right to participate in the security affairs of
the region as well as the responsibility of upholding
regional security. No country should attempt to
dominate regional security affairs or infringe upon
the legitimate rights and interests of other countries.

Security must be inclusive. We should turn Asia’s
diversity and the differences among Asian countries
into the energy and driving force for regional
security cooperation. We should abide by the basic
norms governing international relations such as
respecting sovereignty, independence and territorial
integrity and non-interference in internal affairs,
respect the social systems and development paths
chosen by countries on their own, and fully respect
and accommodate the legitimate security concerns
of all parties. To beef up and entrench a military
alliance targeted at a third party is not conducive to
maintaining common security.

Comprehensive  security means upholding
security in both traditional and non-traditional fields.
Asia’s security challenges are extremely complicated,
which include both hotspot and sensitive issues and
ethnic and religious problems. The challenges brought
by terrorism, transnational crimes, environmental
security, cyber security, energy and resource security
and major natural disasters are clearly on the rise.
Traditional and non-traditional security threats are
interwoven. Security is a growing issue in both scope
and implication.

We should take into full account the historical
background and reality of Asia’s security issues, adopt
a multi-pronged and holistic approach, and enhance
regional security governance in a coordinated way.
While tackling the immediate security challenges
facing the region, we should also make plans for

We should have zero tolerance for terrorism,
separatism and extremism, strengthen international
and regional cooperation, and step up the fight
against the three evil forces, in order to bring a life
of happiness and tranquility to the people of this
region.

Cooperative security means promoting the
security of both individual countries and the region
as a whole through dialogue and cooperation. As
the proverb goes, “Strength does not come from the
muscle of the arms, but from the unison of the heart.”
We should engage in sincere and in-depth dialogue
and communication to increase strategic mutual trust,
reduce mutual misgivings, seek common ground
while resolving differences and live in harmony with
each other. We should bear in mind the common
security interests of all countries, and start with low-
sensitivity areas to build the awareness of meeting
security challenges through cooperation. We should
expand the scope and means of cooperation and
promote peace and security through cooperation.

We, the Heads of State and Government of the Member States of the

First Ministerial Meeting

The First Meeting of CICA Ministers of Foreign
Affairs was held on 14 September 1999 in Almaty,
the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The First Ministerial Meeting laid the foundation
of CICA by adopting the Declaration on the Principles
Guiding Relations between the CICA Member
States. This document was a kind of prototype that
stipulated the legal framework for establishing Asian
security and cooperation system. Thus, for the first
time a legal framework for Asian security, including
specific actions, measures and mechanisms to ensure
stability in the region, was developed.

By adopting the guiding principles, the Member
States reaffirmed their commitment to the United
Nations Charter and agreed to respect each other’s
sovereign equality; refrain from the threat or use
of force; respect territorial integrity of each other;
settle disputes in accordance with the Declaration,
UN Charter and international law; refrain from any
intervention in the internal affairs of each other;
reaffirm their commitment to the goal of achieving
general and complete disarmament under effective
control; enhance the process of economic, social and
cultural cooperation; and respect human rights and
fundamental freedoms of all individuals.

The member-states of the Conference on Interaction and Confidence-
Building Measures in Asia.

Reaffirming their commitment to the purposes and principles of the United
Nations Charter,

Considering the growing desire of their peoples to live in an atmosphere of
peace, friendship, understanding, good neighborliness and cooperation,

Reaffirming their objective of promoting better relations among
themselves and ensure conditions in which their peoples can live in true and
lasting peace free from any threat to their security,

Emphasizing the importance of conducting interstate relations on the basis
of the principle of sovereign equality as well as the UN Charter and all
international law,

Recognizing, that the international legal basis of the CICA activity is the UN
Charter and international law,

Respecting bilateral and multilateral agreements which are in conformity
with principles and purposes of the UN Charter and norms of international law,

Considering, that better understanding and closer relations among them in
all fields in conformity with the purposes and principles of the UN Charter and
the five principles of peaceful co-existence would be beneficial for the
strengthening of peace, stability and security in Asia,

Giving due attention to the prevention of disputes and conflicts and to their
peaceful settlement,

Reaffirming, that the diversity of national characteristics, traditions,
cultures and values of the Asian States is not a divisive, but a valuable mutually
enriching factor of their relations,

Emphasizing importance of tolerance in international relations and the
significant role of a dialogue as a means to reach understanding, remove threats
to peace and strengthen interaction and exchange among civilizations,



Second Ministerial Meeting

The Second Meeting of CICA Ministers of Foreign
Affairs was held in Almaty on 22 October 2004. At
this Meeting, the CICA Catalogue of Confidence
Building Measures (CBMs), CICA Rules of Procedure
and Declaration of the CICA Ministerial Meeting were
adopted. The Kingdom of Thailand was admitted as
the seventeenth member of CICA.

The Catalogue of CBMs was a key document
adopted at the Second Ministerial Meeting.
According to participants, the value of the Catalogue
of Confidence Building Measures cannot be
overstated. This was the first time in Asia’s history
that a document of this scale, one that envisaged
multilateral cooperation on a range of stability and
security-related issues, was developed.

The CICA Rules of Procedure laid down ground
rules for decision making, membership, observer
status, chairmanship, types of meetings and
procedure for conducting meetings. One of the
most important aspects of the Rules of Procedure is
that decisions and recommendations at all levels are
taken by consensus.

The Declaration reiterated the consolidated
position and vision of the CICA Member States on
key regional and global security issues. Delegations
stressed the need to develop a unified approach to
tackling unresolved issues, as well as promoting areas
for further cooperation in developing confidence
building measures.

We, the Ministers of Foreign Affairs of the Member States of the Conference
on Interaction and Confidence Building Measures in Asia (CICA), met today in
Almaty to exchange views on current situation at the regional and global levels
and to explore possibilities to further cooperation, peace and security in Asia.

The situation on the Asian continent and in the world is rapidly changing.
Peace, development and cooperation are the main trends, but threats to peace
and security, such as terrorism in all its forms and manifestations, violent
manifestations of separatism and extremism, proliferation of weapons of mass
destruction and their means of delivery and the possibility of their falling in the
hands of terrorists, illicit drug trafficking, regional conflicts and disputes,
foreign occupation, economic and social problems, particularly poverty, human
trafficking, illicit trade in small arms and light weapons continue to exist. These
threats and opportunities are global in nature and multilateral efforts by the
international community are required to effectively deal with them. The
situation in Asia is characterized by the diversity of political and economic
systems and unique cultural traditions, and therefore requires due attention to
these particularities in formulation of approaches for enhancing security and
prosperity of our peoples.

We stress that the main objective of the CICA is to make its own contribution
to enhance an atmosphere of peace and security in Asia.

Fourth Ministerial Meeting

The Fourth Meeting of CICA Ministers of Foreign
Affairs was held in Astana, Kazakhstan, on 12
September 2012. In accordance with the tradition,
meeting should have been hosted by Tirkiye in
its capacity as Chairmanship of CICA. However,
Kazakhstan volunteered to host the meeting to
mark the 20th anniversary of CICA. The Declaration
adopted by the Ministers once again reflected CICA’s
stance and views on important issues of security and
cooperationinAsia, including terrorism, disarmament,
illicit drugs, energy security, environment as well as
situation in Afghanistan and the Middle East. The
Declaration also encouraged the Member States to
initiate implementation of CBMs in military-political
dimension. The Ministers agreed to initiate steps to
develop a CICA Action Plan for implementation of the
UN Global Counter-Terrorism Strategy and establish
a CICA Business Council.

Organisation and support of externally-based coups,
as form of interference in the internal affairs of states, poses a threat to the
sovereignty and political independence of states; and is contrary to the
purposes and principles of the United Nations, violates the UN Charter, and
also leads to the creation of situations which can threaten international peace
and security.

We reaffirm that in a globalised world, security has become an all-
encompassing concept and countries in the region are sharing common
interests in building a sustainable environment of peace and security. We

Regulations of the Council of Eminent Persons
of the Conference on Interaction and Confidence
Building Measures in Asia (CICA)

Article 1
General provisions

These Regulations define the framework for the activities, structure and modi
operandi of the Council of Eminent Persons of the Conference on Interaction
and Confidence Building Measures in Asia (hereinafter referred to as the
Council of Eminent Persons).

The Council of Eminent Persons is an advisory body of the Conference on
Interaction and Confidence Building Measures in Asia (hereinafter referred to
as CICA).

The Council of Eminent Persons is designed to develop and provide advice on
a wide range of issues of interaction and development within the framework
of CICA.

The Council of Eminent Persons shall work on the basis of the principle of
consensus, voluntariness and the common desire of the Member States for
peace and progress and perform its functions in accordance with the
principles set out in the Declaration on the Principles Guiding Relations
between the CICA Member States (1999), the goals set out in the Almaty Act
(2002), in accordance with the CICA Catalogue of Confidence Building
Measures (2004) and these Regulations.

The advice of the Council of Eminent Persons shall be adopted by consensus
and shall not be binding on the Member States and CICA structures.

First Informal Ministerial Meeting

The First Informal Meeting of CICA Foreign
Ministers was held in New York on 26 September
2011, on the sidelines of the 66th session of
the UN General Assembly, at the initiative of
the Chairmanship of Tirkiye. The theme of the
meeting was Exploring the Idea of Developing CICA
Capabilities for Prevention of Conflicts Through
Enhanced Political Dialogue and Interaction.

During the interregnum between the Third
Summit and the Informal Ministerial Meeting,
Bahrain and Cambodia were admitted as 23rd and
24th Members of CICA respectively. The Foreign
Minister of Bahrain and the Deputy Foreign Minister
of Cambodia signed the basic documents of CICA
during the Informal Ministerial Meeting.

Second Informal Ministerial Meeting

The Second Informal Meeting of CICA Foreign
Ministers was held in New York on 25 September
2013, on the sidelines of the 68th session of the
UN General Assembly. Some of the important
highlights and common threads in the statements of
the Ministers and their representatives were: need
for the Ministers to meet more often, importance
of implementation of CBMs in all dimensions,
importance of economic cooperation, support for
the CICA Business Council, future transformation of
CICA, and closer cooperation with other international
organizations.

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security and cooperation in Asia of the same type
as the Conference on Security and Cooperation in
Europe (CSCE) has long been in the air but has not
vet gained wide support.

The useful experience of the activities of
continental organizations in the Americas, in Africa
and in Europe should, it would seem, impel Asia as
well to establish unified bodies for interaction and
cooperation. But this is not happening, and there are
quite a few real reasons for that fact. Politicians and
analysts critical of the idea of setting up structures
for security and cooperation in Asia often advance
the weighty argument that the level of geographical,
historical, economic, political social and cultural
heterogeneity among Asian countries is much
higher than that among the countries of Europe, the
Americas, or Africa. Such heterogeneity in economic
and political matters naturally interferes with the
action of continental structures for collective
security.

This can be countered with a well-known piece of
Oriental wisdom: A journey of a thousand steps starts
with the first step. It is by no means necessary to
move towards a unified Asian structure and collective
security in all these types of interaction at once. It
is sufficient to start levelling out the heterogeneity
in one area, for instance, in the military-political or
economic sphere and then look for joint approaches
in other fields of cooperation. The move towards
such a continental structure could take place in many
steps and on a stage-by-stage basis. For example, it
could go from bilateral relations through regional and
continental structures and coalitions in particular
types of cooperation, through the elaboration
of confidence building measures and collective
security, as well as humanitarian, economic and
cultural interaction, to common continental bodies
for cooperation on a broad spectrum of problems...”

| would like to take this opportunity to express
my most sincere felicitations and best wishes of a
continued success to CICA on the auspicious occasion
of its 30th anniversary.

In an analysis of its development in the past, |
would like to concentrate my thoughts on 3 important
questions/aspects relating to CICA.

1. What was the main reason or principal interests
that motivated the Member States to agree on the
creation of CICA as the pan-Asian forum on a security
dialogue?

| think the first reason was the collapse of the bi-
polar world. At that point, Asian countries started to
make their initial attempts to discuss regional security
and take the confidence - building issues in their own
hands. Countries wanted to develop cooperation
among themselves by using mechanisms created
within the region and by the regional actors.

2. There were attempts by some regional players to
use a power vacuum to create their own multilateral
structures, and, in some cases, some of them
succeeded in doing so. However, these structures
were mainly of a sub-regional nature and scale.

In these circumstances, Kazakhstan's bold initiative
has gradually been accepted and supported by the

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relevant states. In my opinion, the following arguments
were helpful in the advancement of the process:

CICA was initiated at an important point in time by
the medium-sized state, which had recently become
independent;

Kazakhstan made voluntary steps to achieve
denuclearization and, therefore, earned strong
credentials in the area of non-proliferation.

3. What made CICA to progress despite all odds?
For example, many analysts believed that it will not
be able to expand beyond certain “natural” barriers
on the vast Asian geography and political landscape.
However, now CICA has Member States from all
corners of the continent.

There also were pundits who thought that it is
not possible to bring those states without diplomatic
relations among themselves to the bargaining table to
discuss very important security matters.

However, they were all proved to be wrong.

My experience as the Executive Director of the
CICA Secretariat in 2008-2010 was very helpful
in terms of my professional development and
understanding the nature of problems faced in the
region.

Here, | would like to share my thoughts formed
during my work at the CICA Secretariat on the factors
that led the Member States to work in a cooperative
manner and atmosphere.

A. The voluntary nature of participation.

Member States were not forced or obliged to do
what they were not ready to do or agree upon.

B. CICA has been building its infrastructure and
best practices on the work that was successfully
practiced at such organizations, as the UN, OSCE,
ASEAN, etc. This factor made the member - states be
more comfortable with their participation in the work
of a new regional security forum.

C. Since the initiative originally came from the
middle power, Kazakhstan, the majority of the Member
States had no suspicion as to what was behind its
initiation. The forum’s objectives, methods and
practices were on par with other existing multilateral
institutions.

These positive factors made progress possible at
every level of work.

| would like to conclude my analysis by expressing
my firm belief that CICA is capable of making new
strides in its gradual development for the benefits of
its Member States.

On behalf of CICA, | attended several international
fora, such as the UN, OSCE, ESCAP, ASEAN,
TURKPA, Organisation of Islamic Cooperation, and
Istanbul Process on Afghanistan.

On behalf of CICA, | signed a Memorandum of
Understanding between CICA and the Shanghai
Cooperation Organisation in Shanghai.

| visited several CICA Member and Observer
States, such as Russia, Azerbaijan, Iran, India, Pakistan,
Israel, Jordan, Thailand, Cambodia, Viet Nam, USA,
and had meetings with the Foreign Ministers, Deputy
Ministers or Undersecretaries of those States.

In that period, CICA has blossomed into a very
important forum for dialogue and for seeking mutually
acceptable measures for resolving problems and
conflicts in the region. The objectives and activities
of CICA have received wide acceptance from the
world community.

During that period, | received full support from
the Turkish Chair, Kazakhstan and all CICA Countries.
| was also very lucky for inheriting a fully functional
and efficient Secretariat.

In May 2014, at the Fourth CICA Summit in
Shanghai, China assumed the Chairmanship of CICA,
and my Chinese successor Ambassador Gong Jianwei
was nominated as the next Executive Director of
CICA.

It was also the time when, not only my 4 year
tenure in CICA, but also my 40 year diplomatic life
came to an end..

The emergence of the Conference on Interaction
and Confidence Building Measures in Asia (CICA) as
a multi-national forum for promoting peace, security
and stability about 30 years ago as an idea proved
itself how valuable that initiative was for Asia and
the world in the face of the challenges we witnessed
since then.

The idea which was initiated by the First President
of the Republic of Kazakhstan — Elbasy H.E. Mr.
Nursultan Nazarbayev in 1992, has gained extensive
support from the Republic of Turkiye starting from
the initial stages. When the time arrived for the
institutionalization of CICA, Republic of Tirkiye
was the first country to rush to give the necessary
support in 2006. It was my honour to be nominated
by the Republic of Turkiye, selected and obtained a
consensus among the member countries as the first
Deputy Executive Director of CICA on 2006.

Being the first international diplomat who took his
position at the one of the two highest administrative
positions of the CICA Secretariat, | had the privilege
to witness the early stage of the institutionalization
of CICA a full-fledged international organization.

With the help of the very talented and capable
cadre of the esteemed Ministry of Foreign Affairs of
Kazakhstan, we managed together to produce the
first important documents of CICA, among them

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In these challenging circumstances, Kazakhstan
in the post-Cold War era started the CICA process
pursuing noble goals, which aimed at building a
‘common Asian home’, in particular, through the
establishment and promotion of a universal structure
for security and cooperation in Asia.

After being appointed Deputy Executive
Director of CICA, my first event as Acting Executive
Director (since the new head of the Secretariat,
Ambassador Cinar Aldemir, representative of the
Republic of Turkiye (RT), had not yet arrived at the
CICA headquarters for duty from Bangkok, where
he worked as the Ambassador of RT to Thailand in
2007-2010) was a trip to Kabul in July 2010 to the
International Conference on Afghanistan, held at the
level of foreign ministers and heads of international
and regional organizations. During this period, four
terrorist acts were carried out in the Afghan capital -
attacks by radical militants. | had to take refuge in the
bomb bunker of the Intercontinental Hotel with the
other conference attendees, including the SOC and
ECO Secretaries General, as well as the OIC Deputy
Secretary General.

In 2010-2014, | attended such events organized
by Kazakhstan as seminars/fora/conferences on the
topics: CICA High-Level Seminar on Sustainable
Democratic Development: Traditions and Modern
Experience (Astana, 28 October 2011), Development
of cultural interaction on the Eurasian continent: the
role of CICA, Civil Forum of the CICA countries on
issues of tolerance, Forum of ethnocultural centers
of CICA; CICA: from an idea to building a security
architecture in Asia, which became the first steps
of the Conference in the format of the so-called
“second track” - with the participation of academic
circles and civil society, which received the support
of the CICA Member States. One of the measures
implemented by Kazakhstan jointly with the CICA
Secretariat in the field of the human dimension was
the publication of the first collection of folk tales,
poems and stories of the CICA Member States,
as well as the creation of the CICA Youth Council,
which gave a certain impelling force to the activities
of CICA.

On 12 September 2012, as part of the delegation
of the CICA Secretariat, | took part in the Fourth
Ministerial Meeting in Astana.

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CICAIN ITS THIRD DECADE:
BACKGROUND AND PROSPECTS

The Conference on Interaction and Confidence-
Building Measures in Asia (CICA) was initiated by
President Nazarbayev of Kazakhstan on 5 October
1992 at the 47th session of the United Nations
General Assembly. CICA began functioning as a
forum in March 1993 and has now entered its
third decade. Currently, it has 24 Member States
and 13 observers (either countries or international
organizations). It is a forum for dialogue and
consultation on Asian security issues whose purpose
is to strengthen cooperation through multilateral
confidence-building measures aimed at promoting
peace, security and stability in Asia. According to
Chinese vice foreign minister Cheng Guoping, who
recently gave a keynote speech at the Foreign
Ministry’s Lanting Forum, “CICA is a primary vehicle
initiated by an Asian country and whose agenda is
set by Asian countries. It represents Asia’s voice on
major international and regional issues and enables
Asian countries to keep Asian affairs in their own
hands and promote their common security.’

First, CICA was created in response to the
changing times. It is an attempt by Asian people
to strengthen Asian awareness and responsibility
and resolve Asian problems in an Asian way. Asia
has a more complex geopolitical situation than any
other region in the world. Affected by a troubled
history and current problems, Asia confronts many
security risks and conflicts and the new century
has compounded the existing traditional security
problems with non-traditional security issues. Asia is
home to world-class conundrums such as the Israeli-
Palestinian conflict, the Iranian and Korean nuclear
issues that touch the nerve of the world, the Syrian
crisis, the reconstruction of Irag and Afghanistan, the
issue of Crimea, East and South China Sea disputes
and the “three evil forces’”, most notably terrorism.

CICA meets Asian people’s shared aspiration for
peace and tranquility. Since its establishment, it has
operated on the basis of consensus, adopted a series
of foundational documents (including Declaration on
the Principles Guiding Relations Between the CICA
Member States and CICA Catalogue of Confidence-
Building Measures), evolved mechanisms comprising

heads of state and/or government meeting (summit),
foreign ministers’ meeting, senior officials’ meeting
and special working group meeting.

Historically, including in the last two decades
of CICAs lifespan, Asia has resolved many disputes
through the Asian way of equal-footed consultation,
mutual  understanding  and  accommodation
and seeking common grounding while shelving
differences (for example, China has settled the
boundary with 12 of its 14 land neighbors), thereby
setting a good example of inter-state relations and
regional security.

Secondly, Asia is home to emerging markets such
as China. There are a dozen cities with populations
exceeding 10 million people on the shores of
western Pacific. The region has diverse civilizations
and cultures and is full of dynamism and vitality. Asia
has increasingly become an important engine and
driving force of global growth and progress in the
21st century. In recent years, Asia has accounted for
over 50% of global growth and China has accounted
for over 50% of Asia's growth.

Supported by robust economic growth and
political awakening, Asia boasts a growing ability
and confidence to resolve its own problems. This
is the background against which CICA has grown.
Vice foreign minister Cheng Guoping, in his recent
speech, highlighted the importance and imperative
of strengthening Asian awareness and responsibility
and advocating the Asian way. This will herald a
bright future for CICA.

Thirdly, after more than 30 years of reform,
opening and development, China has gained
strength and become the second largest economy in
the world. It is increasingly aware of its unshirkable
responsibility as a world power to uphold Asia’s
collective security and provide more public goods
for the rest of Asia. This is in the interests of both
China and the region. From this perspective,
holding the fourth CICA summit and assuming CICA
chairmanship for 2014-16 is an important step China
has taken to be actively involved in the CICA process
and enhance Asia’s security.

The upcoming Shanghai Summit will be the largest
in the history of CICA. It will focus on the theme of
‘enhancing dialogue, trust and coordination for a new
Asia of peace, stability and cooperation”, adopt the
revised rules of procedure, create a youth committee
and establish linkage with the Shanghai Cooperation
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Organization. Chinese President Xi Jinping will chair
the summit and deliver a keynote speech, setting out
China’s position and views regarding Asia’s security
and the future of CICA and calling on Asia to build
consensus and pool wisdom, deal effectively with
security threats and challenges, foster a security
outlook on the basis of mutual trust, mutual benefit,
equality and coordination, and seek common security,

Chinese President Xi Jinping proposed on
Wednesday a new concept of Asian security which
analysts said bears significant implications for regional
stability and the rebalancing of global security.

Addressing the fourth summit of the Conference
on Interaction and Confidence Building Measures
in Asia (CICA) held in Shanghai, Xi envisioned a
mechanism that stresses common, comprehensive,
cooperative and sustainable security to tackle rising
challenges facing the region with 67 percent of
the world's population and one third of the global
economy.

In sharp contrast to the decades-old security
scheme based on Cold War mentality, the new
concept addresses Asia’s unique challenges shaped
by its historical grievances, current tensions and
potential risks, said Qu Xing, head of the China
Institute of International Studies.

"We need to innovate our security concept,
establish a new regional security cooperation
architecture, and jointly build a shared and win-win
road for Asian security,” Xi said.

One cannot live in the 21st century with the
outdated thinking from the age of Cold War and
zero-sum game, Xi said.

By stressing sustainable security supported by
sustainable development, the concept also provides
a framework under which Asia can aspire to its
revival based on economic prosperity, stability and
cooperation, Qu said.

comprehensive security, cooperative security and
sustainable security in an effort to build an open,
transparent and equal security and cooperation
architecture for Asia. China is a responsible power in
Asia. It will fulfill its responsibilities, keep up with the
changing times and encourage CICA to contribute
more to regional security and cooperation in Asia.

In his proposal, Xi said Asia should oppose beefing
up a military alliance targeted at a third party, and
any attempt to dominate regional security affairs or
infringe upon the legitimate rights and interests of
other countries.

Security problems in Asia should eventually be
solved by Asians themselves who are able to achieve
regional peace and stability through cooperation,
he said.

He urged countries in the region to insist on
resolving disputes through peaceful means and
oppose the arbitrary use of force or threats.

Provocations and escalation of tensions for
selfish interests should also be opposed, he added.

Besides traditional security threats, Asia has
found it difficult to respond effectively to non-
traditional security threats including terrorism,
transnational crimes, environmental security, cyber
security, energy and resource security and major
natural disasters which are clearly on the rise.

To build an Asian security mansion that could
stand the test of wind storms, Xi said, “we need
to focus on development, actively improve people’s
lives and narrow down the wealth gap to cement
the foundation of security.

"We need to advance the process of common
development and regional integration, foster sound
interactions and synchronized progress of regional
economic cooperation and security cooperation, and
promote sustainable security through sustainable
development,” the president added.

The summit came six decades after the Five
Principles of Peaceful Coexistence was put forward
by Asian countries and adopted as a guide to
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international relations, said Li Weijian, a researcher
with Shanghai Institute for International Studies.

As an extension of the five principles, the new
concept will not only provide significant guidance
to promote peace and stability of Asia, but also
add momentum to the rebalancing of the world’s
economic and security dynamics, Li said.

Stronger CICA

The summit was attended by leaders and
representatives from 47 countries or international
organizations, the largest scale in CICA's 22-year
history.

Huang Renwei, deputy dean of the Shanghai
Academy of Social Sciences, said the summit reached
wide and concrete consensus instead of empty talks.

Proposed solutions to the region’s most pressing
issues have high feasibility, and, if implemented well,
could drive the forum to an architecture with higher
level, he said.

Calling the CICA the largest and most
representative regional security forum with the
largest number of participants, Xi proposed to make
the forum a security dialogue and cooperation
platform that covers the whole of Asia.

He called for enhancing the capacity and
institutional building of the CICA, improving functions
of the CICA Secretariat, and establishing a mechanism
within the forum for defense consultations among
Member States.

Xi expected closer regional exchanges and
cooperation in anti-terrorism, business, tourism,
environmental protection, culture and people-to-
people exchanges.

The Chinese president proposed to put in place
a non-governmental exchange network for CICA
parties through holding CICA non-governmental
forums and other means, to increase the conference’s
influence and promote regional security governance.

He also suggested strengthening the inclusiveness
and openness of the CICA, and step up cooperation
with other organizations in the region and expand
dialogue and communication with other regions.

Xi's comments were echoed by Russian President
Vladmir Putin who called the CICA an effective
mechanism to drive security cooperation in Asia.

It is highly expected that as China has taken over
the CICA presidency for 2014 to 2016, the forum
would further promote peace and cooperation as a
balanced, equal and coordinated security construct
that takes into consideration each country's interests
and concerns, he said.

Kazakhstan President Nursultan Nazarbayev said
expanding economic cooperation should top CICA’s
agenda.

He believesthe Silk Road economic belt envisioned
by Xi could boost infrastructure development, laying
a sound foundation for security cooperation among
nations along the route that overlaps with the ancient
trade itinerary connecting the East and the West.

SECURITY FOR ALL ASIAN COUNTRIES NEED
TO STRENGTHEN COOPERATION ON REGIONAL SECURITY

When the fifth meeting of the Conference on
Interaction and Confidence-Building Measures in
Asia (CICA) foreign ministers
opened in Beijing on April
28, Chinese President Xi
Jinping called for continuous
efforts to build a common,
comprehensive and
sustainable Asian  security
architecture on the basis of
cooperation.

In his speech at the
opening ceremony, Xi said
peace and stability are
the common aspirations
of all Asian people. While
economic  growth  and
regional integration have
seen Asia’'s place in the
world  rising, still, there
are both conventional and
unconventional challenges to
Asia’s security. They include
regional conflicts and terrorism. Against such a
backdrop, Asian countries need to work side by side
to strengthen regional security.

He also stated China's stance on the Korean
Peninsula  nuclear issue. Reiterating China’s
adherence to the UN Security Council resolution, he

said China was committed to the Korean Peninsula’s
denuclearization. “As a close neighbor, we will
never allow war or chaos on
the Peninsula, as this serves
nobody’s interests,” Xi said.
He urged all parties involved
to exercise restraint, avoid
provocation, and find a way
back to the dialogue and
negotiating table at an early
date.
With  regard to the
tensions in the South China
Sea, the president said
China is dedicated to peace
and stability in the region.
While  firmly  safeguarding
its sovereignty, rights and
interests, China is willing
to peacefully resolve the
disputes  through  friendly
consultations and dialogue with the countries
directly involved.
China will work with Southeast Asian nations
to make the South China Sea a region of peace,
friendship and cooperation, Xi added.

TERRORISM ‘GRAVEST THREAT’ PEOPLE FACE IN ASIA:

EAM JAISHANKAR AT CICA SUMMIT

Discussing collective strategies to deal with
challenges facing the Asian continent, Jaishankar said
India supported a peace and reconciliation process in
Afghanistan that is Afghan-led and Afghan-owned.

External Affairs Minister S Jaishankar Saturday
called terrorism as the ‘“gravest threat” to the
people in Asia. Addressing the fifth Conference on
Interaction and Confidence Building Measures in
Asia (CICA) summit in the Tajik capital, Jaishankar
said that terrorists and their victims must never be
equated.

“Terrorism is the gravest threat we face in Asia.
CICA members are its victims and so it should be
clear that terrorists and their victims must never be
equated,” he tweeted.

The new External Affairs Minister arrived in
Dushanbe on Friday for the 5th CICA Summit. He
was welcomed by President of Tajikistan Emomali
Rahmon, ahead of the summit. With the theme
“Shared Vision for a Secure and More Prosperous
CICA Region,” Jaishankar discussed collective
strategies to deal with challenges facing the Asian
continent.

Supporting a peace and reconciliation process in
Afghanistan that is Afghan-led and Afghan-owned,
he said, “All initiatives and processes must include all
sections of Afghan society, including the legitimately
elected government.”

He also spoke about how globalisation is under
stress due to new geo-political and geo-economic
faultlines and that India supports a rule-based
order. Sharing India’s vision for a more secure and
prosperous Asia as well as its concerns, Jaishankar
said that the 21st century is being hailed as the Asian
century and CICA can surely play a useful role in
promoting peace, security and development in Asia.

He said, “The India-Central Asia 5 dialogue format
is big positive for cooperation and stability across
regions.

‘India’s vision of the Indo-Pacific is rooted in
SAGAR (Security and Growth for All in the Region)
and in sync with CICA's goals,” Jaishankar added.

During the Summit, the CICA leaders are likely
to deliberate on the existing and emerging issues of
common concern and underline implementation of
confidence-building measures for developing Asia
into a prosperous, secure and peaceful region. India is
a member of the CICA since its inception and former
Prime Minister Atal Bihari Vajpayee had participated
in the first CICA Summit held in 2002 in Almaty,
Kazakhstan. India has been actively participating in
various activities conducted under the aegis of CICA.

VICE PRESIDENT ATTENDS CONFIDENCE-

BUILDING CONFERENCE IN TAJIKISTAN

Viét Nam treasures peace, co-operation and
development, Vice President Bdng Thi Ngoc Thinh
said as she addressed the fifth Conference on
Interaction and Confidence-Building Measures in
Asia (CICA) in Dushanbe, the capital of Tajikistan, on

Saturday.

Its policy is to promote international integration,
contribute to the work of the international community
and work to shape regional and global multilateral
institutions based on the principles of equality,
transparency and respect for the law, according to
the Viet Namese vice president.

Viét Nam works hard to maintain a peaceful and
stable environment in the region, ensure aviation
and maritime freedom and settle disputes through
peaceful measures in line with international law,
including the UN Charter and the UN Convention on
the Law of the Sea 1982. It also strives to implement
the Declaration on the Conduct of Parties in the
East Sea and push forward negotiations for a Code
of Conduct in the East Sea.

The vice president said “Asia has the potential to
become a driving force for the world economy, but
is also a region with great risk of conflict that could
have serious consequences for the region and the
world. It faces challenges such as slowing growth,
environmental problems and trans-national crime”.

She said the CICA should promote its role as a
forum for building trust in Asia and upholding the

fundamental principles of international law and
the UN Charter. It should promote respect for the
independence, sovereignty and territorial integrity
of states and the use of peaceful measures to settle
disputes.

The CICA should help member countries cope
with challenges by fostering economic co-operation
and development, expanding cultural and social
exchange and strengthening connections among
countries and peoples.

The vice president thanked the other countries
for electing Viét Nam as a non-permanent member
of the UN Security Council for the 2020-21 tenure.

She said Viét Nam, as the ASEAN Chair in 2020,
would contribute to the CICA while strengthening
collaboration within the organisation as well as
between CICA and partner organisations, including
the UN and ASEAN.

The fifth CICA took place in the context of rapid
changes in Asia and the world. Conflicts remain
unsettles, while terrorism and trans-national crimes
continue to pose a threat to peace, security and
development.

State leaders at the conference - including Russian
President Vladimir Putin, Chinese President XiJinping,
and Iranian President Hassan Rouhani - agreed CICA
member countries should promote co-operation on
the basis of mutual trust and respect for international
law and the UN Charter. They said it should seek
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solutions to traditional and non-traditional security
challenges and increase integration towards the goal
of trust and understanding across the region.

The conference adopted the Dushanbe
Declaration, pledging to work to turn CICA into a
major multilateral mechanism to promote dialogue
and co-operation in Asia through fair trade, opening
markets, cultural exchange, connectivity, tourism and
the development of clean energy.

CAMBODIA SUPPORTS CICA IN BUILDING

A NEW ASIAN SECURITY REGIME

Prime Minister Hun Sen has just returned from
Dushanbe, the capital of Tajikistan, where he attended
the Fifth Summit of the Conference on Interaction and
Confidence-Building Measures in Asia (CICA) on 15
June 2019. Undoubtedly, under the theme of “Shared
Vision for a Secure and More Prosperous CICA region,”
this summit was a significant diplomatic event of the
year.

According the Cambodian Ministry of Foreign
Affairs and International Cooperation, Prime Minister
Hun Sen, delivered his remarks “stressing on several
important fields of common challenge to the Asian
region, and share his insightful views on how Asia could
collectively tackle security, economic and political
issues through strengthening trust and relations among
the CICA Member States.”

CICA is a multi-national forum for enhancing
cooperation towards promoting peace, security, and
stability in Asia. In fact, itis considered to be a pan-Asian
confidence-building mechanism, which was established
in 1992. Today, it consists of 27 Member States, which
collectively account for about 90 percent of the
territory and population of Asia. There are 8 countries
and 5 international organizations, including the United
Nations (UN), have observer status. Cambodia became
the member of CICA in 2011.

After a long period of maturing, its first meeting
took place in 2002. Since then, CICA has experienced
many transformations, which have enabled this forum

Vice President Thinh also had a meeting with
the host nation’s president, Emomali Rahmon. She
also met the Chinese president, the king of Qatar,
the prime minister of Azerbaijan and the foreign
minister of India to discuss bilateral relations and co-
ordination at multilateral forums.

to contribute to the promotion of confidence building
and cooperation among members states.

Arguably, CICA has emerged as an integral part
of the evolving regional security regime of Asia
based on: (1) the principles of inclusiveness and
representativeness; (2) the enhancement of peace
and security through development and connectivity;
(3) the five principles of peaceful-coexistence; and
(4) the promotion of multilateralism through strategic
partnerships but not alliances.

Obviously, these principles can be seen as an
alternative approach to Western security regime,
which is generally based on political liberalism and
security alliances for four main reasons, as following:

Firstly, CICA represents a new regional security
regime which emphasizes on the significance
inclusiveness and  representativeness in  the
promotion of regional cooperation and peace. In
fact, CICA accommodates multiple sets of bilateral
relations. CICA's Member States represented by
major global powers like China, India, and Russia,
regional powers and small states that are willing
and able to build a security cooperation platform to
meet the security needs of Asia. At this year summit,
CICA leaders emphasized “the need for developing
dialogue on a regional security architecture that is
open, transparent, inclusive, evolutionary and based
on universally recognized principles of international
law.
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Secondly, CICA has promoted not only confidence-
building measures towards promoting security and
stability but also peace through development and
connectivity. At the Forth CICA Summit in Shanghai
in May 2014, CICA leaders declared that “.. in the
context of globalisation, security has become an all-
encompassing concept with increasingly prominent
transnational, comprehensive and inter-connected
features.

More importantly, the host of the Shanghai Summit,
President Xi Jinping, proposed “the Asian New Security
Concept” of “common, comprehensive, cooperative,
and sustainable security”. He emphasised that,
‘sustainable security means that we need to focus on
both development and security so that security would
be durable.”

Thirdly, CICA Member States have always stressed
the importance of the five principles of peaceful co-
existence in international relations, which include
mutual respect for sovereignty and independence,
non-interference in one another domestic affairs. The
Declaration of the Fifth CICA Summit emphasizes that
‘... cooperation in the CICA region will based on respect
for the principles of sovereign equality, territorial
integrity, political independence, non-interference in
internal affairs, peaceful co-existence, mutual benefit
and refraining from the threat or use of force against
territorial integrity or political independence of any
state...”

Forthly, CICA Member States are committed to a
new security regime based on partnership and reject
military alliances. At the 2010 CICA summit, the leaders
stated that “[CICA Member States] stay committed
to building a security environment in Asia based
on confidence, mutual trust, good neighbourliness,
partnership and cooperation among all states deeply
rooted in the heart of the Asian people.” CICA Member
States are also strong supporters of multilateral
institutions, including the UN. At this year summit,
CICA leaders reaffirmed their “‘commitment to effective
multilateralism with the UN at its centre as the universal
multilateral organization entrusted with the purposes
to maintain international peace and security...”

Clearly, the four key elements of the evolving
regional security regime in Asia are compatible with
the foreign policy principles of Cambodia. At the Fifth
CICA Summit, Prime Minister Hun Sen emphasized
that “peace and development and win-win cooperation
have always been the cornerstone of Cambodia’s policy
as we fully uphold the principles of sovereignty and
non-interference in the internal affairs of other states.’

He also stated that “Cambodia stands ready to work
with all Member States in pushing the CICA process to build
security architecture that fits our Asian regional conditions
along our ASEAN way of mutual respect, consensus-building
and mutual understanding in order to protect global peace
and stability as well as to promote sustainable development.”

BUILDING MEASURES IN ASIA (CICA) AND TURKIYE'S

CICA CHAIRMANSHIP

Being among the founding Member States of the
Conference on Interaction and Confidence Building
measures in Asia (CICA) Turkey is one of the most
active members of the organization. Turkey took
over the CICA Chairmanship from Kazakhstan at the
Third CICA Summit held in Istanbul on 7-9 June 2010
for a period of two years. Turkey's Chairmanship was
extended by the Member States for another two
years (2012-2014). The CICA Chairmanship will be
assumed by the People’s Republic of China (PRC),
when the PRC will host the Fourth CICA Summit in
the middle of 2014.

The Third CICA Summit in Istanbul, held with
the theme “Constructing Cooperative Security
in Asia” was attended by the Heads of States
and Governments, Ministers or representatives
from 37 countries and Secretary Generals and
Deputy Secretary Generals from 16 international
organizations. Since the Third CICA Summit, the
organization has expanded. Currently there are 24
Member States, 9 observer states and 4 observer
international organizations.

The main meetings in CICA are the Summits and
the Ministerial meetings. The Fourth Meeting of
the Ministers of Foreign Affairs of CICA was held
under the co-chairmanship of Foreign Minister
Ahmet Davutoglu and Kazakhstan Foreign Minister
Yerzhan Kazykhanov on 12 September 2012 in
Astana. A comprehensive declaration was adopted
at the end of the meeting. Prior to the Ministerial
Meeting, a Commemorative Session regarding the
20th anniversary of the CICA process took place.

Within the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the
Republic of Turkey, the CICA Turkish Task Force,
headed by an Ambassador, was formed in November
2009 with the aim of conducting the activities with
respect to CICATurkish Chairmanship. In conjunction
with the initiation of Turkey’s CICA Chairmanship at
the Istanbul Summit, Ambassador Cinar Aldemir was
appointed as the CICA Executive Director to the

CICA Secretariat in Almaty, Kazakhstan. Currently a
Turkish diplomat is also actively working in the CICA
Secretariat at the level of Director.

In CICA where OSCE's operational structure is
adopted, the confidence building measures (CBM's)
are evaluated under 5 main dimensions. These are
the “military-political’, “economic”, “environmental”,
‘human” and “new challenges and threats’
dimensions.

During her Chairmanship, Turkey strove to bring
in a military-political agenda to the CICA, to create
a CBMs culture similar to the OSCE and to initiate
an effective mechanism of dialogue within this
framework. In this respect, Turkey was successful
in reflecting her multilateral diplomatic experience
attained at the UN, OSCE, EU and NATO to the
CICA geography.

During Turkey's Chairmanship to date, 10
Special Working Group (SWG), 11 Senior Official
Committee (SOC) and 7 Economic Sub-Group
(ESG) meetings took place. Also, CICA-International
Organization for Migration (IOM) Workshop
(Antalya), Small and Medium Enterprises (SME)
Experts Meeting (istanbul), 2 CICA Business Forums
(Bangkok, istanbul) and an Informal Meeting of the
Foreign Ministers of the CICA Member States on
the Margins of the 66th UN General Assembly in
New York were held.

During the remaining period of the CICA Turkish
Chairmanhip. the Second Informal Ministerial
Meeting in New York, CICA Tourism Ministers
Meeting in Adana and the 2nd CICA Experts Meeting
on Combating Desertification in Konya are planned
to be organized

Addressing the participants, Vice-Minister of
Information and Social Development of Kazakhstan
Alexander Danilov emphasized that Kazakhstan took
measures on a regular basis to promote and support
young leaders and those, who succeeded in various
areas.

development at national and regional levels, young
parliamentarians, etc.

On the second day, delegates went on a guided
tour to the Burabay National Nature Park, during
which they continued informal discussions and
sharing experiences on how to address relevant
problems among young people.

PRESIDENT KASSYM-JOMART TOKAYEV RECEIVES EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

Executive Director Kairat Sarybay presented to
the President information on the current activities of
the Secretariat of the Conference on Interaction and
Confidence Building Measures in Asia (CICA) and the
results of Kazakhstan's CICA Chairmanship in 2020-
2022. Special emphasis was placed on preparations
for the Sixth CICA Summit to be held in October 12-
13 in the capital of Kazakhstan.

President Tokayev was informed about the
drafting process of the outcome documents of the
upcoming Summit.

Moreover, the President was briefed about
the plans to transform CICA into a full-fledged
international organization - strategic goal of the
Kazakh Chairmanship.

On a final note, President Tokayev emphasized
the importance of ensuring high-level organization
of the Sixth CICA Summit, as well as effective
implementation of CICA goals and objectives.

30 YEARS OF CICA: EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR TALKS ABOUT RESULTS
OF KAZAKHSTAN’S CHAIRMANSHIP, MILESTONES AND UPCOMING

SIXTH CICA SUMMIT

NUR-SULTAN - As the sixth Conference on
Interaction and Confidence Building Measures in
Asia (CICA) Summit draws near, Kairat Sarybay,
executive director of CICA shared the details on
the preparation for the summit and the results of
Kazakhstan’s chairpersonship of CICA from 2020
to 2022 during his meeting with President Kassym-
Jomart Tokayev on Sept. 7/, reported the Akorda
press service.

In an exclusive interview with The Astana
Times, Sarybay spoke about major milestones over
the 30 years since the establishment of CICA, the
importance of CICA for the cause of international
security and cooperation, major achievements during
Kazakhstan’s chairpersonship and the plans ahead of
the sixth CICA Summit in October 2022.

Back in 1992, during the 47th session of the
United Nations General Assembly, the First President
of Kazakhstan Nursultan Nazarbayev announced an

initiative to create a mechanism for interaction and
cooperation to promote peace, security, stability and
prosperity in Asia in light of the emergence of newly
independent states in Central Asia and Eurasia. This
served as a foundation for the establishment of
CICA, which will celebrate its 30th anniversary on
Oct. 5, 2022.

Today, CICAisamultilateral platform for pan-Asian
dialogue and cooperation, uniting 27 Member States,
nine observer states, five observer international
organizations and five partner organizations.

‘Before becoming such a recognizable and
reputable forum, the conference went through
several stages of its institutional evolution,” said
Sarybay, outlining major milestones in the history of
the conference over the last 30 years.

One of the first important milestones in the
institutional transformation was the adoption of the
foundational documents of CICA - the Declaration
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on the Principles Guiding Relations of 1999 and the
Almaty Act of 2002.

“These two documents explicitly declared the
determination of the CICA Member States to create
a common and indivisible security area in Asia
and commitment to take necessary steps towards
institutional development of CICA," said Sarybay.

Approval of the CICA catalog of Confidence
Building Measures (CBMs) in 2004 and the
establishment of the CICA secretariat in 2006 were
also important stages that formed the basis for the
operational activities of CICA.

According to Sarybay, the successful institutional
development of CICA would not have been possible
without the valuable contribution of its rotating
chairpersonships, held consecutively by Kazakhstan,
Tdrkiye, China and Tajikistan, which were “driving
forces behind the CICA process.”

Kazakhstan’s latest chairmanship in 2020-2022
was recognized as a period where several important
milestones were reached.

‘At Kazakhstan's initiative two new institutions
of CICA have been created in 2021 - the renewed
and institutionalized CICA Think Tank Forum (TTF)
and CICA Council of Eminent Persons (CEP)," said
Sarybay.

CEP is meant to become a high-level advisory
body of CICA on interaction and development, on
the promotion of peace and security and on the
implementation of CBMs.

The TTF has been transformed into a permanent
platform for dialogue with the objective to provide
informational and analytical support to CICA and to

develop interaction between the Member States’
think tanks and research institutions. The TTF is
currently chaired by the Shanghai Institutes for
International Studies.

Another major accomplishment of CICA during
Kazakhstan's chairmanship was updating the CICA
catalog of CBMs in 2021, which is the key document
of CICA for practical implementation and the
adoption of the general guidelines for conducting
events related to CBM implementation.

Sarybay said that the updated catalog has been
adapted to new realities which include 18 priority
areas within five dimensions of interaction. New
priority areas of cooperation include epidemiological
safety, public health and pharmaceuticals, security of
and in the use of information, and communication
technologies.

The transformation of CICA into a full-fledged
international organization was declared the strategic
goal of Kazakhstan. “Systematic work was done
by the chairmanship and the secretariat in the
development of the concept of transformation on
the basis of broad consultations with all Member
States,” said Sarybay.

The proposal to upgrade the conference from
a forum into a full-fledged organization was put
forward by First President Nazarbayev in 2012. Since
then, the concept of transformation was discussed
and broadly supported by CICA Member States,
according to Sarybay.

He said that preconditions for such transformation
are all in place. “CICA has evolved into a mature
multilateral platform and has all the essential
features of an international organization such as
foundational documents, decision making, working
and advisory bodies, operational budget, and a
permanent secretariat. Therefore, functionally, and
institutionally, CICA has already been working as an
organization,” he said.

Talking about the main added value of CICA in
terms of its contribution to international security
and cooperation, Sarybay stressed that “threats and
challenges to security do not recognize borders,
whether this is about terrorism, poverty, pandemic
or natural disasters.

“Such a comprehensive approach to security
determines the unique feature of CICA - its broad
agenda and holistic approach to promoting peace,
security, stability and prosperity in Asia,” he added.
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According to Sarybay, the main added value of
CICA is “its consensus-based multilateral approach
to security, broad geography with the potential to
cover the entire Asian continent, comprehensive
agenda, and rich toolkit."

‘All these make CICA stand out among other
international and regional organizations and enable
it to contribute to global and regional security in its
own unique way,” he added.

Sarybay also spoke about the preparatory work
for the upcoming Sixth CICA Summit which is
planned to be held in October in Nur-Sultan.

“‘Apart from organizational aspects, a series of the
special working group and senior officials committee
meetings will be held to finalize the outcome summit

documents,” said Sarybay. Launching the process of
transformation of CICA into an organization is a key
issue on the agenda of the summit.

“The current geopolitical situation in the world
clearly demonstrates the relevance of the principles
of multilateralism, and therefore, the need for further
strengthening institutional formats of regional
cooperation, such as CICA," he added.

He also added that he hoped that the process
for the transformation of CICA into an organization
would be launched at the upcoming summit and
would “contribute to strengthening the global role of
Asia and the transition to a new level of cooperation
among the Member States.”
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
