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Introduction

The implementation of confidence building measures in the human dimension
is an important tool for achieving the goals of CICA to ensure peace, diversity
and prosperity in Asia. In the face of global turbulence, fostering dialogue
between cultures and civilizations, promoting tolerance and inclusiveness, and
encouraging people-to-people contacts have become increasingly important
for enhancing trust among the Member States and expanding CICA interactions.

In accordance with para.1.8 of the CICA Catalogue of Confidence Building
Measures (CBMs) and the Senior Officials Committee (SOC) decision
(SOC/2022-11/DEC/1) of 15 June 2022, the Kazakh Chairmanship initiated the
review of implementation of CBMs in the human dimension in 2021-2024 at
the SOC meeting on 27 June this year in the form of a “thematic discussion”. This
document seeks to provide the CICA Member States with information material
that will facilitate such a discussion.

Concept paper in the human dimension
The updated CICA Catalogue of Confidence Building Measures of October 2021
does not provide for individual priority areas in the human dimension. CBMs

under this dimension are carried out based on paragraphs 2.5.1-2.5.9.

Currently, the human dimension is coordinated by Uzbekistan and co-
coordinated by India, Kazakhstan, China and Kyrgyzstan. Until 2020,



Kazakhstan was the coordinator of the human dimension and Kyrgyzstan was
the co-coordinator.

Concept paper approval process:

The first draft of the updated concept paper in the human dimension was
prepared by Uzbekistan as the coordinator of the human dimension in May
2021 and was subsequently carefully reviewed by the co-coordinators and
finalized by the CICA Member States.

Between May 2021 and September 2022, 9 Member States submitted their
comments to the draft updated concept paper (co-coordinators - China, India,
Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan, as well as other Member States - Bahrain, Jordan,
Iraq, Russia and Tirkiye) containing 16 proposals. After the Specialized
Working Group (SWG) finalized the document, it was approved by the SOC on
11 October 2022 (available at the CICA website at https://s-
cica.org/docs/4941486516514f2c89a962.pdf).

The action plan in the human dimension for 2023-2024 was updated at the
initiative of Uzbekistan in May 2021 and finalized by the Member States in April
2023 (available at the CICA  website at  https://www.s-
cica.org/docs/15999249566662aa8544724.pdf). Compared to the previous
action plan, the current plan contains the initiatives of the Chairmanship of
Kazakhstan, President K.Tokayev, announced at the Sixth CICA Summitin 2022,
including the Rally of Volunteer Movement Leaders of the CICA Countries under
the auspices of the Youth Council in Astana and the creation of the Partnership
Network of Leading CICA Universities.

Moreover, the Member States supplemented the action plan with areas for
exchanging experience in science, technology and education, supporting
national human rights institutions, holding a meeting of the Dialogue of Women
Leaders of the CICA Member States, as well as cooperating in the field of cultural
heritage, including the production of a film and organization of exhibitions to
promote the national cultures of the Member States.



Events held in the human dimension

Since 2021 till June 2024, the Member States held 7 events in the human
dimension, another 4 events are planned for the second half of this year (Table
1). An important contribution to the CBM implementation is made by regular
meetings of the CICA Youth Council.

Based on the events that took place during the above-mentioned period, the
active organizer countries (coordinators and co-coordinators of the human
dimension) should be highlighted. For example, Kazakhstan, as co-coordinator
of the human dimension and the Chair of the Youth Council, organized 4 events,
Uzbekistan as coordinator - 2 events, China as co-coordinator - 1 event.

Of the 4 events planned for 2024, 3 events are to be organized by Russia and 1
event by Kazakhstan as the Chair of the CICA Youth Council.

The following positive aspects of these events include:
Active participation of CICA states

Despite the impact of the pandemic, many events took place with a high turnout
of participants. For example, the Sixth Meeting of the Youth Council
(Uzbekistan) was attended by more than 100 participants from 17 Member
States. The Youth Development Forum (China) was attended by about 100
delegates from 18 CICA countries. The Fifth Meeting of the Youth Council in
2022 (Kazakhstan) brought together a large number of representatives of



government agencies and youth associations of Member States in a hybrid
format.

Relevance

- Regularity of meetings of the Youth Council (4th, 5th meetings -
Kazakhstan, 6th - Uzbekistan), the initiative to hold the Youth Development
Forum (China), as well as important recommendations of the above-mentioned
conferences demonstrate the relevance of CICA for the Member States in the
development of youth policy and the study of modern problems for the benefit
of youth.

- The seminar on “Transformation of Education in the Time of Pandemic:
Cooperation among CICA Countries” organized by Kazakhstan provided an
opportunity for educational institutions of the Member States to exchange
views on overcoming difficulties in transforming the educational system to an
online format in a pandemic.

- Uzbekistan held the international video conference on “The Role of Youth
in Countering Radicalism, Extremism and Terrorism” allowing participants to
share progressive experiences in countering the radicalization of young people.

New initiatives in the human dimension
Partnership Network of Leading Universities (PNLU)

This initiative was presented in October 2022 at the Sixth CICA Summit by
President of Kazakhstan K.Tokayev. The Concept Paper of the PNLU, developed
by the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of Kazakhstan, was supported
by the CICA Member States and formed the basis for the draft Memorandum on
the Establishment of the PNLU. Experts from Member States actively
participated in drafting the Memorandum during online experts meetings in
November 2023 and February 2024. The areas of interaction under the
Memorandum have been significantly expanded. As a result, the text of the
Memorandum was approved at the SOC meeting (SOC Decision SOC/2024-
I[/DEC/1 of 14 March 2024) and recommended for the adoption by the
Ministerial Council (MC). An online inauguration of the PNLU, involving the
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rectors of nominated universities, is currently being planned as part of the MC
meeting following the adoption of the Memorandum.

The active participation of Member States in the discussions related to the
Concept Paper and the Memorandum on the Establishment of the PNLU
demonstrates their interest in making use of the CICA platform for cooperation
among universities, including the exchange of best practices, academic mobility
of professors and students, joint research and other activities.

Volunteering

During the Sixth CICA Summit, the Presidents of Kazakhstan and Russia put
forward initiatives to use the Conference to promote volunteering and
implement relevant projects. In 2023, Russia proposed to adopt the CICA
Ministerial Statement on Promoting Volunteerism. The initiative received
widespread support from Member States, and the CICA MC adopted the
Statement on Promoting Volunteerism for Sustainable Development at its
informal meeting in New York on 21 September 2023. The document reflects
the commitment of the CICA Member States to support volunteering,
particularly among youth, as a means of encouraging active participation in
public life. The Statement's adoption provided a strong political impetus for a
completely new direction in CICA's activities.

In accordance with the Statement, a special section on volunteering has been
created on the CICA Secretariat's website featuring the policies, strategies,
research and best practices of Member States related to this field. The
modalities for using the section were clarified by the SOC decision in March
2024.

Kazakhstan, along with Russia, actively promotes volunteering in CICA. In June
2023, a panel session on the development of volunteering was held as part of
the International Volunteer Forum in Astana. In 2024, Astana will host the Rally
of Volunteer Movement Leaders under the auspices of the ministerial-level
Seventh Meeting of the CICA Youth Council.

Under the CICA Plan of Implementation of CBMs for 2024, three additional
events on volunteering are scheduled by year-end, at Russia's initiative.
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The active engagement and participation of Member States in volunteering
activities demonstrates the increased importance that Member States place on
the development of equitable and sustainable societies with broad civic
participation. Advancing volunteering at the CICA platform will undoubtedly
foster new opportunities and initiatives for the collective improvement of
people’s lives while enhancing the solidarity among those who share common
values.

Women's rights

Amidst global challenges like slowing economic growth, climate change,
regional conflicts and a complex situation in Afghanistan, Member States have
increased their focus on the protection of the rights of women and girls.

This is evidenced by the inclusion of women's empowerment in the Decision of
the Sixth Plenary Session of the CICA Business Council and the draft Annual
Plan of the CICA Think Tank Forum for 2024 (pending approval at the
forthcoming SOC meeting).

At the Sixth Plenary Session of the CICA Business Council, held in a hybrid
format in Astana on 13 November 2023, Head of Office a.i. of UN Women
Kazakhstan Dina Amrisheva presented an informative report on the role of
women's entrepreneurship in renewable energy, green finance and food
security.

Additionally, this plenary session decided to include the topic of women's
empowerment in small and medium enterprises across the CICA region in the
agenda of the Seventh Plenary Session of the Business Council.

Seeking opportunities for cooperation in gender equality has also been covered
during the online meeting between the CICA Secretary General and UN Resident
Coordinators in Kazakhstan in January 2024, as well as at the meeting between
the CICA Secretary General and Regional Director for UN Women Asia and the
Pacific Alia El-Yassir in Bangkok in April 2024.

Given the cross-platform nature of women's rights in addressing various social
issues and the progress made by Member States, the issue of women's rights is
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now becoming a key focus area for Member States' efforts in the human
dimension and requires enhanced synergies among CICA advisory bodies.

On the other hand, statistics on events conducted under the human dimension
show that, despite several positive developments in new directions for
implementing confidence building measures in this dimension, the human
dimension currently lags behind the economic dimension, the new challenges
and threats dimension, and the environmental dimension in terms of the
number of events conducted.

In addition, areas outlined in the Action Plan, such as “science and technology”
and “cultural heritage”, have not yet been addressed at all. This is especially the
case for “cultural heritage” even though the Action Plan covers this topic in 7
out of a total of 15 items.

General conclusions

The broadened range of themes, thorough preparation, active participant
engagement and positive feedback from various human dimension events can
be indicative of CICA's relevance and the increased interest of Member States
in using it to bolster cooperation in the human dimension.

As information technologies develop rapidly, along with the abundant human
resources and rich cultural and civilizational assets at the disposal of the CICA
Member States, the human dimension is set to become a significant area for the
gradual and comprehensive deepening of confidence and interaction among
Member States for the peaceful, democratic and sustainable development of the
peoples of the vast CICA family.

Chairmanship of Kazakhstan

Modalities of the review of implementation of confidence building
measures at the Senior Officials Committee meeting
on 27 June 2024

The Chairmanship, in accordance with paragraph 1.8 of the CICA Catalogue of
Confidence Building Measures and the Senior Officials Committee (SOC)
decision of 15 June 2022 (SOC/2022-1I/DEC/1), intends to hold the review of
the implementation of confidence building measures (CBMs) at the SOC
meeting on 27 June 2024.

The review is proposed to be carried out in the format of a “thematic
discussion”, which would help to substantially discuss and analyze the results,
the experience gained and further prospects of implementation of CBMs in one
of the five dimensions, as well as to update and give a new impetus to
cooperation within the framework of CICA.

The Member States have already reviewed the implementation of CBMs in the
economic dimension in 2022 and in the new challenges and threats dimension
in 2023. This time the Chairmanship intends to focus the discussion on the
activities in the human dimension held in the period from 2021 to 2024.

Therefore, the review of CBM implementation was included in the draft agenda
of the SOC meeting on 27 June 2024 as a separate item “Annual review of the
implementation of CICA confidence building measures with focus on the human
dimension”.

Objectives of the review: Identifying the most effective CBMs for wider
implementation and developing recommendations for further update of the
existing CBMs and/or introduction of new CBMs into the human dimension.



Review structure: The Member States are invited to an active and meaningful
discussion and analysis of the results, the experience gained and further
prospects of implementation of CBMs in the human dimension.

The Chairmanship encourages the coordinator, co-coordinators and other
interested Member States to submit reports and reviews based on their
experience, including their own vision and recommendations, preferably in
advance of the SOC meeting.

As a basis for discussion, the Chairmanship proposes the following:

(a) CBMs in the human dimension specified in the Catalogue;

(b) Available concept paper and action plan in the human dimension;

(c) Available information on the outcomes of the events conducted in 2021-
2024;

(d) Reports and presentations by coordinators, co-coordinators and
interested Member States;

(f) Information material of the Secretariat on the implementation of CBMs in
the human dimension.

The Chairmanship recommends that the Member States analyze the status of
the concept paper and action plan and evaluate the events conducted in the
human dimension in 2021-2024, as well as exchange views and opinions on
new areas and activities in this dimension during the SOC review.

The Chairmanship expects the review to result in the following:

- Recommendations for updating existing CBMs and/or incorporating new
ones into the human dimension.

- Recommendations on ways to further increase the quality and quantity
of events conducted in the human dimension.
