CONCEPT PAPER
on the Establishment of Relations between the Secretariat of the
Conference on Interaction and Confidence Building Measures in Asia
and the United Nations Office of Counter-Terrorism

INTRODUCTION

Since its inception, the Conference on Interaction and Confidence
Building Measures in Asia (CICA) has taken a strong stance against
terrorism.

In the 2002 Almaty Act, the founding document of CICA, the Heads of
State of the Member States condemned terrorism in all its forms and
manifestations, as well as any support or acquiescence to it.

Together with the Almaty Act, the Heads of State also adopted the
CICA Declaration on Eliminating Terrorism and Promoting Dialogue among
Civilizations, which became the final declaration of the First Summit. In the
document, CICA members reaffirmed the key significance of and pledged to
fully support the implementation of UNSC Resolution 1373 and other
adopted UN resolutions on combating terrorism, which provide the basic
framework for national, regional and international obligations and efforts to
combat terrorism.

Counter-terrorism has become one of the cooperation priorities of the
CICA Member States outlined in the CICA Catalogue of Confidence Building
Measures of October 2004, and subsequently in the CICA Cooperative
Approach for the Implementation of Confidence Building Measures of March
2007. Combating terrorism is included as one of the confidence building
measures in the new challenges and threats dimension of the updated CICA
Catalogue of Confidence Building Measures approved by the CICA
Ministerial Meeting in October 2021.

To enhance collaboration in countering terrorism and at the initiative of
the Republic of Turkiye as the CICA Chair, in 2012, the Conference started
to explore potential measures to implement the UN Global Counter-
Terrorism Strategy (UNGCTS) adopted by UN General Assembly Resolution
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60/288 of 8 September 2006 and to this end to draft the CICA Plan of Action
on the Implementation of the UNGCTS.

UN OFFICE OF COUNTER-TERRORISM

The Office of Counter-Terrorism provides the United Nations Member
States with the necessary policy support and spreads in-depth knowledge of
the UNGCTS.

The Office also provides most of its technical assistance and capacity
building support to the Member States through the United Nations Counter-
Terrorism Centre (UNCCT) and Special Projects and Innovation Branch
(SPIB). Such assistance and support are extended at the global, regional
and national levels across all four pillars of the UNGCTS.

The UNCCT has carried out 80 projects since April 2012. The UNCCT
is currently implementing 40 capacity building programmes and projects
benefiting 71 Member States. From January to November 2019, the UNOCT/
UNCCT trained more than 2,100 individuals in 64 workshops, 15 expert level
meetings and 10 scoping/ technical missions. The capacity building work
primarily focuses on countries and regions most susceptible to the threat of
terrorism, particularly in the Middle East, and Central and South Asia.

BACKGROUND

CICA's cooperation with the UN Office of Counter-Terrorism has
progressed since 2021, when work on the CICA Plan of Action on the
Implementation of the UNGCTS was intensified with the assistance of this
UN Office.

During the CICA Senior Officials Committee (SOC) meeting on 23 June
2021, Under-Secretary-General — Head of the UN Office of Counter-
Terrorism (UNOCT) Vladimir Voronkov addressed the participants,
emphasizing the importance of uniting all countries in the fight against
terrorism and called on the CICA Member States to work together.

The Kazakh Chairmanship prepared an updated draft of the CICA Plan
of Action on the Implementation of the UN Global Counter-Terrorism
Strategy in late 2021. The UNOCT provided assistance in the development
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of this document. The CICA Plan of Action on the Implementation of the
UNGCTS was adopted by the Sixth CICA Summit on 13 October 2022.

Following the adoption of the Plan of Action, the UNOCT expressed its
readiness to assist the CICA Member States in its implementation.

During a briefing at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of
Kazakhstan on 12 July 2023, UN Under-Secretary-General - Head of the
UNOCT V.Voronkov proposed to conclude a Memorandum of
Understanding between the CICA Secretariat and the UNOCT.

At the meeting in New York on 22 September 2023, CICA Secretary
General Ambassador K.Sarybay and UN Under-Secretary-General - Head
of the UNOCT V.Voronkov discussed the prospects for concluding a
Memorandum of Understanding between the CICA Secretariat and the
UNOCT and suggested the main parameters of this document.

OBJECTIVES OF COOPERATION

Strengthening, within their respective mandates, cooperation and
capacity in the field of preventing and combating terrorism based on the rule
of law and human rights.

Promoting the comprehensive and balanced implementation of the
UNGCTS and other relevant resolutions of the UN General Assembly and
Security Council in the CICA region.

Supporting and strengthening each other's capacity to assist the UN
Member States that are members of CICA in the implementation of the
UNGCTS.

Complementing each other's efforts to ensure that due priority is given
to the fight against terrorism within the United Nations system and the CICA
region.

AREAS AND FORMS OF COOPERATION:

Proceeding from the above objectives, the CICA Secretariat and the
UNOCT will cooperate in the following areas:

- Addressing problems and threats in the field of preventing and
combating terrorism, including preventing and combating violent extremism
conducive to terrorism, suppressing terrorist financing, countering terrorist
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travel, terminating supplies of weapons and ammunition to terrorists,
bringing terrorists to justice, responding to the preparation and
implementation of terrorist acts, promoting and protecting human rights and
the rule of law in the fight against terrorism, protecting the rights and needs
of victims of terrorism;

- Considering possible links between terrorism and transnational
organized crime, including cybercrime, trafficking in weapons, persons,
drugs, cultural property and illegal trade in natural resources, as well as
kidnapping for ransom and other crimes;

- Implementing national and international standards to combat money
laundering, terrorist financing and the proliferation of weapons of mass
destruction, as well as strengthening cooperation in these areas with
relevant regional and international bodies, including the FATF, where
applicable and if the state is a party to them, identifying and solving problems
arising from the use of cryptocurrencies for financing terrorism and
transnational organized crime; organizing training programmes, workshops
and seminars for relevant agencies;

- Exchanging information and best practices among law enforcement
agencies through multilateral legal mechanisms in accordance with
respective obligations under international law to support effective criminal
investigation and prosecution of any person who supports, facilitates,
participates or attempts to participate in the financing, planning, preparation,
perpetration of terrorist acts or provides safe havens;

- Building the capacity of the national criminal justice systems to
properly investigate, prosecute and adjudicate terrorism-related crimes.

CONCLUSION

CICA, which has begun the process of transformation into a full-fledged
international organization, can yield the following benefits from cooperation
with the UNOCT:

e Using the potential and experience of the UNOCT to enhance
cooperation within the confidence building measure on combating
terrorism and the implementation of the CICA Plan of Action on the
Implementation of the UNGCTS;
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e Providing technical assistance and capacity building support to
CICA Member States through the United Nations Counter-
Terrorism Centre (UNCCT) and Special Projects and Innovation
Branch (SPIB), organizing seminars and training sessions to share
best practices in the field of preventing and combating terrorism
and its consequences.
