Concept Paper
Seminar on Development of Military-Political Dimension
with the focus on Peacekeeping Capacity of
the Armed Forces of the Republic of Kazakhstan

Introduction

One of the priority objectives of CICA is to implement Confidence
Building Measures in the Military-Political Dimension in an effort to prevent
armed conflicts.

The Republic of Kazakhstan, as a Coordinator of CICA’s Military-
Political Dimension, plans to organize a seminar on CICA’s Military-Political
Dimension development.

Subject matter: “Prospects for Development and Cooperation in the
Military-Political Dimension of CICA”.

Purpose: to discuss further implementation of Confidence Building
Measures under the Military-Political Dimension of the CICA Catalogue of
CBMs; to strengthen cooperation aimed at maintaining peace, stability and
security in Asia.

Date and Venue:

e 11 August 2021 at 14.00 hours Nur-Sultan time (08.00 hours GMT);

e Nur-Sultan, National Defense University named after the First
President of the Republic of Kazakhstan — Elbasy.

Format: hybrid

Participants: one representative of each CICA Member State’s defense

agencies.

Items to be discussed: the upcoming event will serve as a platform to

discuss further development of cooperation by elaborating multilateral

approaches to ensure peace, security, stability in the region and necessary
steps to enhance the Military-Political Dimension of CICA.

Working languages: English, Russian (simultaneous interpretation).

Expected order of speakers:

-Seminar opening;
-Welcome address by the Deputy Defense Minister;
-Welcome remarks by a representative of the Ministry of Foreign

Affairs;

-Welcome remarks by the Executive Director of the CICA

Secretariat;

-Welcome remarks by the CICA Member States’ representatives;
-Presentation by the Russian Federation — “Russia’s Experience in
Developing an International Arms Control System”;



-Presentation by the Republic of Turkey — “Turkey’s Experience in
the Implementation of CBMs in the Military-Political Dimension of
CICA” (Co-coordinator of CICA’s MPD);

- Presentation by the Republic of Kazakhstan — “Kazakhstan’s
Experience in the Implementation of International Treaties and
Agreements in the field of Arms Control”;

- Presentation by the CICA Secretariat — “Collaboration of CICA
with International Organizations on the Implementation of Confidence
Building Measures to Ensure Security in Asia”.

The peacekeeping capacity of the Armed Forces of the Republic of
Kazakhstan will be presented by a video at a formal dinner.

Organizational aspects

General recommendations to participants arriving from capitals.

1. To participate in the seminar, please respond to the relevant letter of
invitation no later than July 15, 2021. The following information to be
submitted in the letter of response: full name, title, rank, gender, citizenship,
date and place of birth, passport type, passport number, date and place of issue,
expiry date.

2. Each participant shall apply for an entry visa at the diplomatic
representation of Kazakhstan; in the absence of Kazakhstan’s diplomatic
representation, the information on a participant and the associated visa support
request to be addressed to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of
Kazakhstan through the diplomatic channels well in advance (no later than 30
days before the seminar) via a note verbale.

3. The air ticket cost shall be borne by the sending party.

4. Costs associated with the transportation within the host country,
accommodation and meal allowance in respect of all seminar participants shall
be borne by the receiving party (not more than three days for a participant).

General guidelines for travelers visiting the Republic of Kazakhstan
in times of epidemic crisis.

1. All visitors arriving to the Republic of Kazakhstan shall provide a
Certificate of a negative PCR test result (in Russian or English languages); the
certificate shall be valid to a date not exceeding 3 days (72 hours) on the date of
arrival to the Republic of Kazakhstan.



2. Each participant must be immunized against the coronavirus infection
and shall provide the relevant certifying document (vaccine passport); however,
the vaccinated individuals still need to provide PCR test certificates.

3. Participants without a relevant vaccine certificate and a negative PCR
test certificate will be denied entry into the country.

4. All visitors arriving to Kazakhstan are subject to thermometry,
questionnaire survey.

5. Any visitors with high temperature will be isolated in a facility for
infectious diseases, irrespective of whether they have relevant vaccine
Certificate or document certifying the immunization against COVID-19.

6. Visitors with the positive laboratory test results will be admitted to a
facility for infectious diseases.

General guidelines on prevention of the coronavirus infection

1. Respiratory type mask to be used over the course of the seminar while
indoors.

2. Social distancing must be maintained.

3. Handshaking or other forms of close contact must be avoided.

4. Speakers are allowed to deliver their remarks at a minimum distance of

three meters from the front row of listeners if a presentation exceeds

30 minutes.

The seating arrangement must be adequately spaced.

To use non-contact thermometers, hand sanitizers at the entrance of a

building.
