ACHIEVEMENTS
of the Conference on Interaction and Confidence Building Measures in
Asia under the Chairmanship of the Republic of Kazakhstan
in 2020-2022

The Republic of Kazakhstan assumed the CICA Chairmanship for 2020-
2022 in October 2020.

Based on the positive experience of the previous chairs: Turkiye (2010-
2014), China (2014-2018) and Tajikistan (2018-2020), the task was to further
intensify the forum'’s activity, to confirm its relevance as an effective platform
for confidence building and cooperation in Asia, as well as to ensure CICA’s
rightful place in the multilateral interaction matrix.

In order to fulfil this ambitious strategic task, a set of Chairmanship
priorities was defined, which were subsequently almost fully implemented
with the active support and constructive assistance of the Member States, as
well as the professional coordination of the CICA Secretariat.

The transformation of CICA became a central theme and received the
universal support of the Member States.

The main political outcome of the Kazakh Chairmanship in CICA in 2020-
2022 was the success of the Sixth Summit of the Conference (Astana, 13 October
2022).

The Summit adopted the Astana Statement on CICA Transformation,
which launched the structured, inclusive and transparent negotiations process
of gradual, incremental and consensus-based transformation of the Conference
into a full-fledged regional international organization.

The document outlines the following principal transformation objectives:
1) identifying key areas for future cooperation; and 2) strengthening the
organizational and institutional framework for interaction.

The first steps in this direction were the renaming of the forum'’s
governing bodies as the “Council of Heads of State or Government” and the



“Council of Ministers of Foreign Affairs,” the establishment of the post of CICA
Secretary General instead of the Executive Director of the CICA Secretariat.

The Member States decided that they would determine details of the
transformation process and requested the Chairmanship to make proposals in
2023, with the assistance of the Secretary General and in close consultation
with the Member States, on a road map of necessary measures in the
transformation process.

Furthermore, an important outcome of the Sixth CICA Summit was the
adoption of the following documents:

- Regulations of the CICA Fund - a special mechanism for voluntary
funding of project activities;

- CICA Plan of Action on the Implementation of the United Nations Global
Counter-Terrorism Strategy (the UNGCTS PA), which is a significant
achievement in this area (the document was 10 years in the making);

- Joint CICA Leaders’ Statement on Cooperation in the Field of Security of
and in the Use of ICTs (the Russian-Chinese Initiative) aimed at giving political
impetus to practical cooperation among the CICA Member States in this priority
area of interaction;

- Decision on accession of Kuwait to CICA as the 28th Member State;

- Decision on the Kazakh Chairmanship in 2022-2024 and the dates of
next meetings of the Ministerial Council and Council of Heads of State or
Government of CICA.

The Sixth Meeting of the Ministers of Foreign Affairs (Astana, 12 October
2021) and the Informal Ministerial Meeting on the sidelines of the United
Nations General Assembly High-Level Week (New York, 21 September 2022)
were also significant milestones for CICA during this period.

There were 8 Senior Officials Committee (SOC) meetings, 14 Special
Working Group (SWG) meetings, one Expert Meeting on the draft Regulations
of the CICA Fund, and 5 Specialized Meetings on the draft UNGCTS PA.

Furthermore, the Chairmanship and the CICA Secretariat with the active
participation of the Member States initiated the testing of such formats of work
as thematic discussions (Growing Role of Asia in International Affairs and
Related Adaptation of CICA - the SOC meeting, June 2021, Transformation of
CICA into an International Organization for Regional Security and Cooperation
in Asia - the SOC meeting, March 2022) and Review of Implementation of
Confidence Building Measures (in the economic dimension - the SOC meeting,
June 2022).



The following CICA advisory bodies held regular meetings: The Business
Council, including meetings of the Board of the Business Council and the
Business Forum (June 2021 and 2022), the Youth Council (June 2021, July
2022), the Think Tank Forum (the TTF, December 2020 and 2021, 30
November - 1 December 2022).

Thus, CICA’s activity over the past period can be described as sufficiently
structured, de facto characteristic of a full-fledged international organization,
making full use of the tools available.

The Member States have implemented measures to further enhance and
develop CICA institutions:

- In October 2021, following the SOC’s approval of the Regulations of the
TTF, this forum was transformed into a permanent consultative body bringing
together think tanks and research centres of the Member States;

- The Sixth CICA Ministerial Meeting made a decision to establish the
Council of Eminent Persons to develop and provide high-level
recommendations on a wide range of issues of interaction and development
within CICA;

- The Sixth CICA Summit made a decision to create the CICA Fund.

At the initiative of the Chairmanship, the development of the CICA
process was reflected in the outcome documents of bilateral and multilateral
meetings with the leadership of Kazakhstan.

They include the following:

- Joint Statement of President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Kassym-
Jomart Tokayev and President of the Republic of Tajikistan Emomali Rahmon
(20 May 2021);

- Joint Statement of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Republic of Korea
(17 August 2021);

- Statement of the Central Asia — China Summit (25 January 2022);

- Statement of the Central Asia - India Summit (27 January 2022);

- Joint Statement of President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Kassym-
Jomart Tokayev and President of the Republic of Tiirkiye Recep Tayyip Erdogan
on Enhanced Strategic Partnership (10 May 2022);

- Joint Statement of President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Kassym-
Jomart Tokayev and President of the Kyrgyz Republic Sadyr Japarov (26 May
2022);

- Joint Statement of President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Kassym-
Jomart Tokayev and President of the Islamic Republic of Iran Ebrahim Raisi (19
June 2022);



- Press Statement of President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Kassym-
Jomart Tokayev following the Talks with President of the Republic of
Azerbaijan [lham Aliyev (24 August 2022);

- Joint Statement of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the People’s Republic
of China on the 30th Anniversary of the Establishment of Diplomatic Relations
(14 September 2022);

- Samarkand Declaration of the SCO Summit (16 September 2022);

- Declaration on the 30th Anniversary of Diplomatic Relations between
the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Russian Federation (28 November 2022).

The Chairmanship's efforts were also aimed at further expanding the
CICA family.

In June 2021, the SOC approved granting CICA Observer Status to
Turkmenistan, and at the Sixth Summit, Kuwait became the 28th CICA Member
State.

The approval by the Sixth Ministerial Meeting in October 2021 of
amendments to the CICA Rules of Procedure concerning interaction with
observers of the Conference was quite relevant in this regard.

Moreover, in accordance with the SOC decision of 8 December 2021, the
CICA Secretariat concluded the Memorandum of Understanding with the
Eurasian Economic Commission (EEC) on the sidelines of the Sixth Summit.
Thus, the EAEU has become the sixth Partner Organization of CICA.

In pursuance of the same decision, work is underway to build relations
with the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN). ASEAN is currently
considering the concept paper of establishing relations that proposes a
Memorandum of Understanding between the CICA and ASEAN Secretariats.

Dialogue with the SCO continued on the basis of the 2014 Memorandum
of Understanding between the Secretariats of the two organizations. In
particular, a joint project, the Seminar on Combating Cybercrime for the SCO
and CICA countries (28 November - 2 December 2022), was implemented.

Over the past period, the practical component of cooperation within CICA
has significantly intensified, and the Member States have become more
interested in implementing specific confidence building measures with real
impact.

Work continued to update the Catalogue of Confidence Building
Measures adopted in 2004.

In January 2021, a new priority area of epidemiological safety, public
health and pharmaceuticals proposed by Kazakhstan was approved with the
support of the Member States.



As part of this initiative, in February 2021, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
of Kazakhstan and the Kazakh Charity Foundation Halyk provided
humanitarian aid to a number of CICA Member States to combat the
coronavirus infection.

Subsequently, a negotiation process to update the entire Catalogue was
launched in 2021, culminating in the adoption of a significantly revised
document at the Sixth Meeting of the Ministers of Foreign Affairs.

The adapted and revised Catalogue:

- Clearly sets out a list of priority areas of interaction (18 in total),
according to which the Member States may take on the role of coordinators and
co-coordinators;

- The section of new challenges and threats was redrafted; the Member
States initiated adding the following new priority areas of interaction: security
of and in the use of ICTs, epidemiological safety, health and pharmaceuticals;
and combating terrorism was made a separate priority area;

- In the economic dimension, development of agriculture, trade and
investment were made separate priority areas, the issues of countering the
financing of illegal activities were significantly developed, and notions such as
connectivity and digitalization were included;

- The sustainable development issues have been singled out into a
priority area under the environmental dimension;

- Human rights and gender issues have been reflected in the human
dimension in the spirit of the global agenda.

The list of coordinators and co-coordinators has been significantly
updated:

- India became the coordinator in the priority area of combating
terrorism;

- Russia assumed the role of coordinator and China assumed the role of
co-coordinator for 2022-2023 in the priority area of security of and in the use
of ICTs;

- Kazakhstan became the coordinator, China and Jordan became co-
coordinators in the priority area of epidemiological safety, public health and
pharmaceuticals.

- China has assumed the role of co-coordinator in the priority area of
development of secure and effective systems of transportation corridors;

- Tirkiye and Kyrgyzstan became co-coordinators in the priority area of
trade and investment;



- Bangladesh has become a co-coordinator in the priority area of natural
disaster management;

- Uzbekistan assumed the coordination role, while China, India,
Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan became co-coordinators in the human dimension.

During the reporting period, the coordinators and co-coordinators made
significant progress in updating the relevant concept papers and action plans.

Concept papers have been approved in the areas of SMEs and finance
(December 2021), ICT security, transport corridors and in the human
dimension (October 2022).

Draft concept papers in the areas of agriculture, tourism and sustainable
development are in a high degree of readiness.

The development of concept papers in the military-political dimension,
in the areas of new challenges and threats (general), countering terrorism,
epidemiological safety, environment protection is in progress.

Concept papers in the areas of information technology, energy security,
combating illicit drugs, natural disaster management, trade and investment
(there is no coordinator in this area) need to be updated.

At the initiative of the Secretariat, the General Guidelines for Conducting
Events on Implementation of CICA Confidence Building Measures were
developed and adopted by the SOC at its meeting on 23 June 2021.

This document contains minimum requirements for events carried out as
part of confidence building measures, facilitating a unified approach of Member
States to the implementation of events and providing for the preparation and
approval of an annual plan for the implementation of confidence building
measures.

Thus, CICA continued to strengthen as an effective platform for
conducting practical field-specific events focused on mutually beneficial and
concrete results for all Member States.

In total, from October 2020 to December 2022, 55 events were held as
part of the implementation of the CICA Catalogue of Confidence Building
Measures. At the same time, most of them have been initiated in the economic
dimension and in the area of new challenges and threats.

In addition to the regular sessions of the Business Council and the
Business Forum organized by Kazakhstan in June 2021 and 2022, China
convened a traditional Finance Summit in April 2021. The Chinese side also
held a series of training seminars on agriculture, smart agriculture and food
security (May, August, October 2021).
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Russia organized a seminar on the development of small and medium
enterprises with an emphasis on digital technology (October 2020), India -
seminar on renewable energy (June 2021), Kazakhstan - conference on
digitalization of the economy (September 2021), Azerbaijan - seminar on
digitalization of transport and logistics systems (September 2021), Thailand -
training course on microfinance for SMEs (August 2022).

At the initiative of Kazakhstan, events were held on the development of
transport corridors (September 2021) and on cooperation in the field of
finance technology and investment (November 2021).

Thanks to the efforts of Tajikistan and Sri Lanka, the tourism-specific
dialogue of the CICA countries continued. In particular, on 22 November 2022,
a meeting of the heads of tourism departments of the CICA Member States was
convened.

In the context of the COVID-19 pandemic, it was timely for Kazakhstan to
hold in June 2021 a scientific conference on the topic “Epidemiological Safety
and the Fight against Covid-19 and Other Infectious Diseases”, a forum on
tourism development in the post-pandemic period and a seminar on the
exchange of experience on education in the time of the pandemic, as well as for
Thailand to organize in May 2021 a workshop on the SMEs in the context of the
pandemic. The 8th TTF meeting in December 2020 was also devoted to
coronavirus issues.

Within two years, Tiirkiye has held nine training courses and briefings on
the capacity building of law enforcement agencies and special services involved
in the fight against illicit drug trafficking, arms trafficking, human trafficking,
illegal migration and smuggling, which were attended by more than 170 people.

The new priority area “Security of and in the Use of ICTs” aroused
considerable interest of the Member States. This, in turn, brought about the
following conferences: a conference on the impact of new technologies on
international security (Korea, October 2020), a seminar on prospects of
cooperation in the area of cybersecurity (Kazakhstan, November 2021), a
workshop on the sustainable and secure development of the Internet (Russia,
August 2022). In July 2022, Kazakhstan organized a round table on related
topic “New Reality in the Field of Information and Communication
Technologies: Trends and Prospects”.

Interaction was also actively carried out in the environmental dimension.
With the support of Bangladesh, Iran and China, a number of workshops and
courses were held on topical issues of emergency response, disaster risk

management and disaster prevention. The practice of organizing joint exercises
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on rapid response to natural emergencies turned out to be quite relevant
(Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, November 2022).

Under the sustainable development priority area, Thailand held two
training courses in September 2021 and November 2022, China organized a
seminar on green, low-carbon urban development in October 2022. In
November 2021, Kazakhstan held an international conference on renewable
energy sources and green technologies.

Kazakhstan has continued the practice of annual seminars on
cooperation of Member States in the military-political dimension (August 2021
and 2022).

Another important area of work was the capacity building of the CICA
Secretariat, increasing its professional and resource potential.

The SOC by its decision of 19 December 2020 amended the Staff
Regulations of the CICA Secretariat by introducing three job categories of
professional personnel: Senior Officer - diplomats of the ranks of First
Secretary and Counsellor, corresponding to P4-P5 levels of the UN post system,
Officer - diplomats of the rank of Second Secretary (P3 level), and Associate
Officer - diplomats of the ranks of Attaché and Third Secretary (P1-P2 levels).

In December 2021, the SOC approved the updated Staff Matrix of the
general /support personnel of the Secretariat with new job titles.

In August 2021, the Secretariat has moved to a new modern building
located on the territory of the Astana International Financial Centre. The
inauguration ceremony of the new CICA headquarters was held with the
participation of CICA Foreign Ministers on 12 October 2021.

In 2020-2022, the Secretariat has carried out a planned rotation of
diplomats seconded from China, India, Kazakhstan and Russia. Experts from
Jordan and Tiirkiye were hired through a selection process. Efforts are also
being made to further expand the geographical representation of the
Secretariat personnel.

The CICA Secretariat actively assisted the Chairmanship in the
implementation of its priorities, provided comprehensive support to Member
States in consolidating their interaction within the framework of the forum.

Largely thanks to the active work of the Secretariat, there is a significant
increase in the visibility of CICA.

In 2022, the 30th anniversary of the Conference provided opportunities
to implement a whole range of anniversary, commemorative projects and
events, including a commemorative book “CICA Chronicle”, tales collection

“Tales of Asia”, Ecotourism Guidebook of the CICA Region, commemorative
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medals, post stamps, coins, documentary, bike tour and football mini-
tournament.

Events organized by the Secretariat with the participation of
ambassadors of the CICA Member States and the rest of the diplomatic corps,
representatives of interested departments and public organizations in Astana
have become a regular practice: informal meetings, tree planting and sports
events. The Secretariat is actively promoting this area of activity to increase the
visibility of the forum and enrich the activities of the informal Club of CICA
Ambassadors.

The CICA Secretariat's presence in the Internet and the most popular
social networks - Facebook, Twitter and Instagram - has been steadily
growing, and the number of subscribers has increased markedly. In the second
half of 2021, the Secretariat has launched a new website.

Much work has been done to cover the activities of the forum in the mass
media. The leadership of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Kazakhstan, the CICA
Secretariat, as well as experts of the Secretariat published a number of articles
and gave interviews. There are about 50 unique materials in total.

In order to inform the Member States about its activities, the Secretariat
started to publish a quarterly newsletter called “The Voice of Asia: CICA Digest”.

The Conference on Interaction and Confidence Building Measures in Asia
(CICA) today unites 28 states covering over 90% of the largest and most
populated continent of the planet.

Asia demonstrates a strong momentum of development and high rates of
economic growth. At the same time, the region is facing a certain number of
challenges and problems.

In the context of ongoing geopolitical and economic changes, it is
important to achieve stability in international relations by building confidence
through joint efforts of states and strengthening dialogue among cultures,
traditions and worldviews.

The current realities objectively make the Asian region an important
actor of the global system of diplomacy.

In this context, the relevance of CICA as a unique mechanism of regional
cooperation determines the urgent need for its transformation into a full-
fledged international organization.

1. Structured discussions on the transformation of CICA into an
international organization

The Astana Statement on CICA Transformation, adopted at the Sixth CICA
Summit on 13 October 2022, charts the future course of development of the
Conference and officially launches the structured, inclusive and transparent
negotiation process of gradual, incremental and consensus-based
transformation of CICA into a full-fledged regional international organization.

Raising the international status of CICA will give the already successful
dialogue platform a significant role in deepening multi-format cooperation in



Asia, thereby significantly strengthening the leverages of Asian states over
global processes.

The evolution of CICA will be carried out on the basis of the Concept of
Transformation, generally approved by the Senior Officials Committee on 30
March 2022. It assumed that the Concept of Transformation will be further
developed in the light of continuous structured discussions held since 2021.

The process of transforming CICA will pursue the following major goals:
defining the key areas of future cooperation, strengthening the organizational
and institutional base of interaction among the Member States.

In order to advance this work and in accordance with the instructions of
the Heads of State and Government of the CICA Member States, stipulated in the
Astana Statement of the Sixth CICA Summit, the Chairmanship, with the
assistance of the Secretary General and in close consultation with Member
States, will make proposals in 2023 on a road map of necessary measures in the
transformation process.

It is expected that the draft road map will be discussed at the Special
Working Group and Senior Officials Committee meetings scheduled for 2023
and will be submitted for approval at the Informal Ministerial Meeting of the
CICA Member States in September 2023 on the sidelines of the UN General
Assembly High-Level Week.

2. Updating the CICA regulatory framework

The Chairmanship will continue to improve and update the regulatory
framework of CICA, as well as to adopt new regulatory documents.

The CICA regulatory framework also needs to be updated in connection
with the first decisions taken to transform the Conference into a full-fledged
regional international organization, in particular, changes in the names of the
meetings at the highest and high levels, as well as the title of the head of the
Secretariat.

To optimize the process, it seems appropriate to take stage-by-stage
approach for updating documents and, given the transformation process, to
start with key documents - the Rules of Procedure; the Statute of the
Secretariat, including the Financial Rules; the Financial Regulations; the Staff
Regulations of the Secretariat and the Guidelines for CICA’s External Relations.

It is proposed to make immediate changes to the post names of the
Secretariat personnel.



3. Developing the institutional framework and strengthening the
practical cooperation of the Member States

In 2022-2024, the work of the Chairmanship will be aimed at creating
conditions for constructive dialogue and multifaceted cooperation among the
Member States.

The priorities of Kazakhstan’s Chairmanship for the period 2022-2024
announced by President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Kassym-Jomart Tokayev
at the Sixth CICA Summit will require further elaboration and implementation.

Of considerable interest is the initiative to create the CICA Council on
Sustainable Connectivity, that will be aimed at strengthening connectivity
and boosting the transport and logistics potential of Asia.

The idea of establishing this specialized council of CICA has a good chance
of being implemented, taking into account the interest of many Member States
expressed at the Sixth CICA Summit.

There are great prospects for the institutionalization of financial
cooperation under the auspices of CICA.

The transformation of the CICA Finance Summit into a permanent
platform will contribute to the economic recovery, sustainable and inclusive
development, and the creation of favourable conditions for regional and sub-
regional financial cooperation within CICA.

As the discussion at the Summit showed, the CICA countries share
concerns about climate change and the increasing risks of natural disasters. The
Conference participants are committed to work together to protect the
environment, ensure green investment, gradual decarbonization, and achieve
carbon neutrality.

In this regard, the Chairmanship’s initiative to hold a High-level
Conference on Environmental Issues in CICA Countries in 2024 in Astana
seems quite relevant.

There is clearly a demand for field-specific dialogue within CICA, for
instance, in the format of expert or specialized meetings throughout 2023-
2024, which could be a preparatory stage for the proposed Conference.

Initiatives on energy security and sustainable development are also very
much in line with this.

Of particular relevance in the current global situation in food markets is
promoting food security cooperation.

Establishing cooperation between CICA and the Islamic
Organization for Food Security in order to find new mechanisms for ensuring

food security in the CICA area looks promising in this regard.
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An initiative in the area of volunteering development deserves special
attention. The Chairmanship proposes holding a Rally of the Volunteer
Movement Leaders of the CICA Countries under the auspices of the Youth
Council in 2024 in Astana to strengthen youth exchange and cooperation
between youth organizations.

It is also planned to foster the idea of creating a Partnership Network
of the Leading Universities of the CICA Member States to enhance
cooperation in education, science and technology.

The Chairmanship intends to further promote the subject of the dialogue
between civilizations, which was repeatedly raised during the Sixth CICA
Summit.

The Summit also heard numerous proposals to enhance
counterterrorism cooperation, including through the CICA Plan of Action on
the Implementation of the UNGCTS.

The Chairmanship intends to propose a separate mechanism for the
regular biennial review of the implementation of the Plan of Action.

Interaction in international information security as a follow-up to the
Joint CICA Leaders’ Statement on Cooperation in the Field of Security of
and in the Use of ICTs is new and quite promising for CICA.

The Chairmanship expects active engagement in this process from the
CICA Member States, especially the sponsors of the Statement, the Russian
Federation and the People's Republic of China, which coordinate this priority
area and could present their plans for further steps in this direction.

Cooperation in digitalization, trade and investment, tourism, sports, and
gender equality are no less important.

The Chairmanship is open to suggestions from the Member States in
these and other areas of cooperation.

In order to implement the above-mentioned priorities of the
Chairmanship, it seems advisable to actively involve the entire working
capacity of CICA, including specialized and expert meetings.

CICA's institutions (advisory bodies) - the Business and Youth
Councils, the Think Tank Forum, and the Council of Eminent Persons -
have an invaluable role to play in implementing the goals set forth. The
Chairmanship's efforts will be aimed at further strengthening them.

One of the important areas of institutional development is the launch of
the established CICA Fund, a special mechanism for the voluntary funding of
project activities.



The CICA Fund will provide practical assistance to the Member States on
a wide range of issues, including achieving development goals, practical
implementation of confidence building measures, research and scientific
activity, and humanitarian assistance to the Member States.

In order to enhance multilateral regional cooperation and build cross-
platform ties, it is necessary to continue implementing the 2021 decision of
the CICA Senior Officials Committee to establish a partnership with the
Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN).

The Chairmanship will promote joint activities and projects with the
United Nations, Shanghai Cooperation Organisation, Eurasian Economic
Commission of the Eurasian Economic Union (between the Business Councils
of the two structures) and other Observer and Partner Organizations.

The Islamic Organization for Food Security and the Organization of
Turkic States are of interest as potential CICA partners.

The situation in Afghanistan and attendant risks for the neighbours of
this CICA Member State are placed high on the regional agenda.

The CICA Fund creates new opportunities for humanitarian assistance to
Afghanistan, as well as for projects to strengthen the border capacity of the
neighbouring countries, combat terrorism, drug trafficking, illegal migration
and arms trafficking, including through the engagement of CICA partners, such
as the UN Office on Drugs and Crime, the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation
and its Regional Anti-Terrorist Structure.

CICA could also focus on confidence building measures that contribute to
the Middle East settlement.

The Chairmanship looks forward to the close cooperation and active
support of the Member States in achieving its goals and is open to discussing
proposals and ideas to further develop CICA.
