Modalities for the Review of Implementation of Confidence Building
Measures at the Senior Officials Committee (SOC) Meeting
on 15 June 2022

The Chairmanship, in accordance with paragraph 1.8 of the CICA Catalogue of
Confidence Building Measures (hereinafter referred to as the Catalogue),
intends to hold a review of the implementation of confidence building measures
(CBMs) at the SOC meeting on 15 June 2022.

The review is proposed to be carried out in the format of a “thematic
discussion”, which would help to substantially discuss and analyze the results,
the experience gained and further prospects for the implementation of CBMs,
as well as to update and give a new impetus to cooperation within the
framework of CICA.

Given the significant activity and the largest number of events held in the
economic dimension, the Chairmanship intends to focus the discussion on this
area, namely on the implementation of CBMs in each of the eight priority areas
of the economic dimension.

The review of the CBM implementation was included in the draft agenda of the
SOC meeting on 15 June 2022 as a separate item “Review of implementation of
CICA confidence building measures (CBMs) pursuant to paragraph 1.8 of the CICA
Catalogue of Confidence Building Measures with focus on the economic
dimension”.



Objectives of the review:

1.  To identify the most effective CBMs for wider implementation and to
develop recommendations for further update of the existing CBMs and
introduction of new CBMs into the economic dimension.

2. To develop recommendations for further improvement of the modalities
of CBM implementation, with an emphasis on the regularity of the review, the
mechanism for developing and updating concept papers, as well as on the role
of coordinators and co-coordinators.

Review structure:
It is proposed that the thematic discussion will consist of two parts:
1) Discussion of CBMs and events in the economic dimension

The Member States are invited to an active and meaningful discussion and
analysis of the results, the experience gained and further prospects for the
implementation of CBMs in the economic dimension. The Chairmanship
encourages the coordinators, co-coordinators and other interested Member
States to submit reports and reviews based on their experience, including their
own vision and recommendations, preferably in advance of the SOC meeting.

As a basis for discussion, the Chairmanship proposes the following:

(a) CBMs in the economic dimension specified in the Catalogue;

(b) Available concept papers and action plans in the priority areas of the
economic dimension;

(c) Outcomes of the events conducted in 2021-2022;

(d) Reports and presentations by coordinators, co-coordinators, and
interested Member States;

(e) Information material of the Secretariat including the analysis of the
implementation of CBMs in the economic dimension.

The Chairmanship recommends that the Member States analyze the status of
concept papers and action plans and evaluate the events conducted in the
economic dimension in 2021-2022 during the SOC review.

The Chairmanship expects that the review will result in the development of:

- Recommendations for updating existing CBMs and incorporating new
CBMs and/or priority areas into the economic dimension.

- Recommendations to further increase the quality and quantity of events
conducted in the economic dimension.

2)  Modalities for implementation of CBMs

The Member States are encouraged to engage in an active discussion of
modalities, i.e., modi operandi to implement CBMs as a whole.

As a basis for discussion, the Chairmanship suggests the following:

(a) Chapter 3 “Modalities for implementation of CBMs in aforementioned
priority areas” of the CICA Catalogue of Confidence Building Measures
(document MM /2021/DEC/1 of 12 October 2021);

(b) Chapter 7 “Experts Meetings” of the CICA Rules of Procedure (document
MM/2021/DEC/3 of 12 October 2021);

(c) General guidelines for conducting events on implementation of CICA
CBMs (document SOC/2021-1/DEC/2 of 23 June 2021);

(d) Food for Thought Paper by the Secretariat on modalities for
implementation of CBMs.

The Chairmanship expects that during the review the Member States will
analyze lessons learned and come up with new ideas to further improve
modalities for implementation of CBMs. In particular, the Chairmanship
expects the Member States to:

- Make recommendations on the frequency of the review of the
implementation of confidence building measures.

- Make recommendations on modalities for developing, updating and
coordinating concept papers and action plans in priority areas.

- Make recommendations about coordinators and co-coordinators of
priority areas, including their role, functions, appointment procedure, modi
operandi and term of appointment.



In order to have an effective thematic discussion, the Chairmanship requests
the Member States to submit the texts of their written and oral presentations
to the CICA Secretariat in advance for distribution to all Member States prior to
the SOC meeting. This is also important in order to ensure high-quality
simultaneous interpretation and accurately reflect the content of the discussion
in the minutes of the SOC meeting.

Analysis of Implementation of Confidence Building Measures
in the Economic Dimension
Information material for a thematic discussion
at the SOC meeting on 15 June 2022

Introduction

The CICA Member States have agreed that the implementation of confidence
building measures (CBMs) is the main tool for achieving CICA goals of
deepening cooperation, creating and fostering an atmosphere of peace,
confidence and friendly relations in Asia. The consistent implementation of
CBMs in the 5 dimensions outlined in the Catalogue of Confidence Building
Measures ensures that CICA activities are given practical, balanced substance.

In accordance with para. 1.8. of the CICA Catalogue of Confidence Building
Measures, the Chairmanship initiated a review of the implementation of CBMs
in the economic dimension in 2021-2022 at the SOC meeting on 15 June this
year in the form of a “thematic discussion”. This document seeks to provide the
CICA Member States with an analysis that will contribute to an informed
discussion in the SOC about CBMs in the economic dimension.

Current status of conceptual documents (concept papers) in the priority
areas of the economic dimension

The updated CICA Catalogue of Confidence Building Measures of 12 October
2021 provides for the implementation of CBMs in the 8 priority areas of the
economic dimension. Table 1 reflects the current status of concept papers in
these priority areas.

The Concept Paper in the field of the Development of Small and Medium
Enterprises (SMEs) and the related Action Plan for its implementation involve

the following main tools for implementing confidence building measures:
o Exchange of information on potential cooperation;

o Increasing interaction between SMEs of the Member States and searching
for possible sources of funding;

o Assisting SMEs of the Member States that localize their production in
other CICA countries, including by integrating them into local supply chains.

The Concept Paper in the field of Finance and the related Action Plan provide
for regular holding of the CICA Finance Summit, enriching its content, the
cooperation of think tanks in the CICA area that focus on finance, the

publication of an annual report on the cooperation of the CICA Member States
in the financial sector, the promotion of the notion of green finance, and an
emphasis on activities to reduce poverty.



Analysis of the development and approval of concept papers in the
priority areas of the economic dimension

In 2022, the Member States have demonstrated increased activity when
preparing and updating concept papers in the priority areas of the economic
dimension.

In particular, the Concept Paper on Implementation of CBMs in the field of
Development of Secure and Effective Transportation Corridors prepared by
Azerbaijan received 12 responses from 9 Member States during three rounds
of exchanges of written comments from December 2021 until now. The analysis
of the proposals made by the Member States demonstrates their willingness to:

. Strengthen transportation and infrastructure connectivity between the
Member States (physical connectivity);

. Promote personnel development through the exchange of best practices
in the CICA area;

. Jointly address challenges of environmental degradation and climate
change;

. Harmonize main provisions of national legislation governing the security
and effectiveness of transportation corridors.

This highlights the relevance and capacity of CICA and the interest of its
Member States in promoting the forum and using it to pursue national
interests and strengthen collective security on the continent through enhanced
transportation and logistics connectivity.

The Concept Paper in the priority area Agriculture prepared by China, the CBM

coordinator in the named area, also received 12 responses from 9 Member
States during the written coordination of three versions of the draft concept
paper from January 2022 until now. The analysis of the proposals made by the
Member States revealed the greatest interest in the following forms of
cooperation:



. Cooperation in soil and water research to maximize water productivity,
especially in the context of water scarcity and climate change;

. Exchange of information and experience on how to increase crop
production while reducing costs;

. Cooperation in providing agricultural seeds resistant to extreme weather
(drought, high temperatures, salinization, etc.);

. Informing the Member States of any plant epidemic infections, so that
other countries could take the necessary measures and prevent food
contamination;

. Keen interest of the Member States in ensuring food security in Asia.
Approaches to drafting concept papers

A comparative analysis of concept papers shows that the Member States have
taken two different approaches in preparing concept papers.

A number of states prefer to produce as general a text as possible without going
into details, without citing specific documents or providing statistical data or
in-depth analysis that was used when drafting concept papers. Such texts go
through the approval process faster than more detailed texts. Examples include
the Concept Paper for the Development of SMEs and the Concept Paper in the
field of Finance approved by the SOC decision on 8 December 2021.

Another approach is to prepare more elaborated and extensive texts of concept
papers that include the names of specific documents, references to
international norms, and mention specific national or international projects in
the relevant area. Such texts give more information, but the approval process
takes longer.

CICA documents do not set requirements for the content, structure or level of
details of concept papers in priority areas. It may make sense to consider the
desirability of defining uniform general criteria of an advisory nature to
facilitate the drafting of concept papers in all dimensions.



Duration of approval by the Member States

Experience has shown that the process of developing and approving concept
papers in priority areas takes a considerable amount of time, for example, up
to 5 months. It is not uncommon to receive late responses from the Member
States during the written approval procedure, or mutually exclusive text
proposals.

In this regard, it would be advisable to start the approval procedure well in
advance, for example 6 months before the beginning of the effective period of
the concept paper to be drafted. For instance, the draft concept papers that are
currently under approval are intended for 2021-2023, i.e. will become partially
obsolete at the time of adoption. It may be useful to establish uniform indicative
timelines for the development and approval of draft concept papers, or to find
ways to speed up the process.

Analysis of events conducted in 2021

The CICA Plan on Implementation of CBMs for 2021 contained 44 events,
including meetings of CICA governing bodies. 17 of them covered the economic
dimension. The Plan for 2022 (amended and revised as of 16 May 2022)
contains 39 events, including meetings of CICA governing bodies. 15 of them
relate to the economic dimension (see Annex 2). Given that this year only 2
events were planned and conducted in the first half of the year, this review
focuses on the 2021 events, the full list of which is included in Annex 1.

The analysis of the feedback received on the draft concept papers of the events
during their preparation identified the following wishes of the Member States:

o The subject and theme of an event should clearly reflect the fact that it
covers one of the priority areas of the economic dimension;

o Representatives of other states, as well as observers and partners are
invited subject to approval (this issue is regulated in the General guidelines for
conducting events on implementation of CICA CBMs (SOC Decision SOC/2021-
I/DEC/2 of 23 June 2021));



o It is recommended to avoid holding national events under the CICA
auspices that are not of interest to other Member States;

As shown in Annex 1, the largest number of events in the economic dimension
in 2021 was held in the priority areas of “Development of SMEs” (5) and
“Agriculture” (3).

The following positive aspects of these events include:

° Broad representation: For example, the Business Council and Business
Forum hosted by Kazakhstan with the participation of Deputy Prime Minister -
Minister of Foreign Affairs Mukhtar Tleuberdi brought together 116
entrepreneurs and government officials responsible for the development of
SMEs from 19 CICA Member States. The theme of the event - potential
cooperation between the Member States in the area of deep processing of meat,
milk, grains and oilseeds and the production of building materials - was
deemed very relevant;

o High level: For example, the conference on food security hosted by
Kazakhstan was attended by the Minister of Food Security of Pakistan and the
Vice-Minister of Agriculture of India;

° Professional and high-quality technical elaboration: For example, three

cycles of a training seminar on creating and introducing “smart agriculture”
hosted by the People's Republic of China included over 100 presentations in the
field of high-end crop production, livestock production, essential food
production for states with high population density, soil conservation under
intensive exploitation, and digital management of big data in agriculture. These
seminars brought together about 1,000 participants from 16 CICA Member
States. The awareness-raising elements of the events included a video specially
made for CICA.

o Active participation of the Member States: For example, representatives

from Bahrain, Egypt, Iran, Jordan and Turkey took an active part in the
discussion at the seminar on the philosophy of sufficiency in the development
of SMEs hosted by Thailand;



o Good media coverage: For example, China's national experience in
fighting poverty through the development of SMEs presented by China at the

CICA seminar of the same name received considerable positive coverage in the
Chinese media.

Lessons learned:

o Events on the implementation of CBMs, including the preparation and
approval of their concept papers and programmes, should be held in closest
possible compliance with the General guidelines for conducting events on
implementation of CICA confidence building measures of 23 June 2021;

o Some of the events were held by the Member States under the auspices
of another organization and for a different target audience, but were envisaged
as the implementation of CICA confidence building measures (in such cases, it
is recommended to arrange a separate panel for CICA).

General conclusions

The themes, content and quality of preparation of a number of events in the
economic dimension, as well as the active involvement of both the hosts and
participants of these events may testify to high demand for the CICA platform
among Member States for strengthening practical benefits of cooperation
within the forum. The active engagement of the Member States in this
dimension may perhaps serve as a useful example for activities in other CICA
dimensions.

Food for Thought Paper
on Modalities for Implementation of Confidence Building Measures

Introduction

Implementation of confidence building measures (CBMs) is the main
instrument of cooperation among the CICA Member States. Confidence building
measures are implemented by the Member States through various activities
that are reflected in an extensive and comprehensive “menu” of the CICA
Catalogue of Confidence Building Measures (Catalogue).

The Member States make regular efforts to improve both the substance and
modalities of cooperation within the framework of CICA. For example, in 2021,
the Member States updated the Catalogue by introducing new priority areas
and CBMs and upgrading existing ones. The Member States have developed and
adopted by the SOC decision the General guidelines for conducting events,
which contain minimum requirements for holding events, as well as establish a
unified approach to their organization. The mentioned changes have made a
positive contribution to the substantive and organizational aspects of the CBM
implementation. However, the CBM implementation modalities remained
unchanged in the updated Catalogue of CBMs.

This paper is a follow-up to the Secretariat’'s “Food for Thought Paper” issued
on 19 May 2021 on a similar topic, which served as the basis for the Guidelines
adopted by the SOC.

Given the significant substantive update of the Catalogue of CBMs, including the
structure of priority areas, as well as the increased interest of Member States
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in the implementation of CBMs in 2021, Member States could consider ways to
further improve the modalities for implementing CBMs, taking into account the
experience gained and lessons learned in recent years.

In addition to the organization of events, important elements of the CBM
implementation are, for example, the mechanism of coordinators and co-
coordinators, concept papers and action plans in priority areas, and a CBM
implementation review mechanism. This paper offers a number of ideas for
codifying current practices and improving modi operandi in these specific
matters.

1. Mechanism of coordinators and co-coordinators

The possibility for Member States to assume the role of coordinator or co-
coordinator in a priority area is stipulated in Chapter 3 of the Catalogue.
Member States regularly approve the appointment of Member States as
coordinators or co-coordinators on a voluntary basis and update the
corresponding list of Member States in these capacities.

In accordance with the established long-term practice, the role of coordinators
and co-coordinators is to develop concept papers and action plans for the
implementation of confidence building measures in a specific priority area.
Thus, these Member States propose and, on the basis of consensus, determine
the main directions and general contours of cooperation in the area
coordinated by them, thereby detailing and translating into practice those
agreed CBMs of the Catalogue. This mechanism has a positive effect on
increasing the involvement of Member States in activities held under the
auspices of CICA and is an important indicator of the relevance of the forum.

However, the CICA documents lack a clear description of the role of
coordinators and co-coordinators, including their mandate, appointment
procedure and terms of coordinatorship and co-coordinatorship. In practice,
this leads to the fact that the effectiveness of the implementation of the CICA
CBMs in certain areas directly depends on the activity of individual Member
States. A decrease in the engagement of coordinators or co-coordinators carries
the risk of stalling activities in certain priority areas.



1.1 Functions of coordinators and co-coordinators

The lack of a clear and complete description of the role of coordinators and co-
coordinators affects their work and the effectiveness of the CBM
implementation in a particular area.

According to Chapter 3 of the Catalogue, the coordinator and co-coordinator
develop a concept paper for the implementation of CBMs in a specific area,
which is approved by the Member States. Moreover, the coordinator and co-
coordinator, in accordance with Chapter 7 of the CICA Rules of Procedure, may
convene a CICA Experts Meeting to work together on the concept paper and
action plan.

However, the aforementioned texts do not provide an accurate, clear and
complete description of all the functions and special status of these Member
States, and the associated responsibilities. Therefore, it seems appropriate to
clearly define the functions of the coordinator and co-coordinator, updating the
above texts in accordance with the experience gained.

In this context, consideration could be given to enabling coordinators and co-
coordinators, who are the de facto leaders in a particular priority area, to
develop and present meaningful recommendations to Member States within
the respective area. For example, the coordinator and co-coordinator could
provide recommendations to Member States on new fields of cooperation,
updating current activities or implementing joint actions within their priority
area. Such recommendations, on the basis of consensus, could form the basis
for decisions of CICA governing bodies. Thus, such an opportunity would
become an effective CICA tool to increase the practical impact from cooperation
in specific areas.

1.2 Procedure for appointing coordinators and co-coordinators

The CICA documents also lack rules on the procedure for appointing
coordinators and co-coordinators. At the same time, according to established
practice, coordinators and co-coordinators are appointed by the decision of the
SOC. A Member State intending to take on the role of coordinator or co-
coordinator shall so inform all Member States through the Secretariat. The
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Member States consider the candidate’s application and take an appropriate
decision by consensus.

It is proposed to consolidate the existing practice in CICA documents for the
purpose of further uniform application.

1.3 Term of coordinatorship and co-coordinatorship

The CICA documents do not contain a limitation on the term of coordinatorship
and co-coordinatorship, and that has its advantages and disadvantages.
Positive aspects include: (1) long-term perspective and continuity, the
possibility of achieving long-term goals through the implementation of
consistent multi-year activities by coordinators and co-coordinators (2)
ensuring uninterrupted work in those priority areas where coordinators or co-
coordinators actively and successfully exercise their leading role.

The negative aspect of unlimited term of coordinatorship and co-
coordinatorship is the risk of low activity in those priority areas where
coordinators and co-coordinators do not demonstrate a sufficient level of
ownership.

CICA has precedents regarding the limitation of the term of coordinatorship
and co-coordinatorship:

1) Voluntary acceptance of the role of coordinator for a fixed period (two
Member States offered their services in 2021 for a period of two years);

2) Concession of the post of coordinator to another Member State (de facto
voluntary withdrawal from the role of coordinator).

In order to preserve the positive and eliminate the negative aspects of
unlimited term, these precedents could be used for improving the mechanism
of appointing coordinators and co-coordinators.

The appointment procedure could specify that a Member State wishing to take

on the role of coordinator or co-coordinator is encouraged to identify a certain

term of service, at its discretion, but not less than two and not more than five

years. At the same time, it is advisable to include in the appointment

mechanism the possibility of multiple extension of the term by the decision of

the SOC at the request of the coordinator/co-coordinator, as well as early
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voluntary and unilateral termination of coordinatorship/co-coordinatorship.
However, the new appointment mechanism would not be applicable to those
coordinators/co-coordinators, who are already in this role.

2. Concept papers and action plans

There is an understanding, not reflected in the CICA documents, that the
concept paper for the implementation of CBMs and the action plan are
documents that identify the main vectors of cooperation among the Member
States in a specific priority area. The concept paper, in accordance with Chapter
3 of the Catalogue, is developed by the priority area coordinator together with
the co-coordinators, considered by the Special Working Group (SWG) and
approved by the SOC. Consideration of the concept paper and action plan by the
CICA Experts Meeting is an additional voluntary step of the coordinator and/or
co-coordinator of the priority area. This mechanism is described in Chapter 7
of the CICA Rules of Procedure.

Today, CICA has no description of the status, goals and requirements for the
content of concept papers and action plans in priority areas. There is no clear
mechanism for reviewing and keeping concept papers up to date. A number of
concept papers have not been updated for many years. Since the concept paper
of a priority area is, in fact, a very significant practical document that is
approved by all Member States and that determines their further cooperation
in a specific priority area, keeping this document up to date is a key factor to
ensure the effectiveness of the CBM implementation.

In this regard, it is advisable to determine the status, goals and requirements
for the content of concept papers and action plans and establish a mechanism
for their development, approval and regular updating.

In this respect, the existing, but almost unused mechanism of the Experts
Meeting in the context of Chapter 7 of the Rules of Procedure should be revived
and updated. Regular meetings to review concept papers and action plans will
not only ensure the transparency and efficiency of the process of developing
these documents, but also stimulate a direct and lively dialogue among the
experts of the Member States.



Moreover, the issue of updating concept papers and action plans is proposed to
be considered during the regular review of the CBM implementation, which is
discussed in the next chapter.

3. Regularity of review of CBM implementation

The need to review the implementation of confidence building measures is
stipulated in paragraph 1.8 of the Catalogue. At the same time, there are no
rules in the CICA documents regulating the frequency of such a review and the
format of such an event.

The CBM implementation review is an important tool in the hands of the
Member States that allows to analyze, improve and develop new CBMs,
including to ensure the relevance of concept papers and the effectiveness of
CBM implementation activities, and to constantly improve the modalities for
implementing CBMs.

Since the implementation of CBMs is the main way of practical cooperation of
the Member States within the framework of CICA, the review of the
implementation of CBMs should find its proper place in the CICA toolkit. In this
regard, the Secretariat's Food for Thought Paper of 19 May 2021 raised a
number of ideas for the future, as outlined below.

The Secretariat proposes to examine ways of further improving implementation
of CBMs by introducing follow-up and regular review of implementation of CBMs
by CICA governing bodies, in implementation of paragraph 1.8 of the CICA
Catalogue of Confidence Building Measures. Regular analysis by the Member
States of progress and lessons learned in CBM implementation would, in view of
the Secretariat, raise effectiveness and quality of CBM related events, contribute
to further refinement and broadening of the list of CICA CBMs, and significantly
strengthen inclusiveness, openness and consensus-based nature of CICA core
activities.

It is worth discussing what kind of follow-up actions by the Member States could

be established; in which form the regular review of CBM implementation could be

held; should it take place at meetings of CICA governing bodies and, if yes, at what

level, or should there be a special review meeting or conference; how frequent

such review exercises should take place; what kind of outcomes should be
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expected from such review or follow-up exercises; should these lead to decisions
by CICA governing bodies or be kept as an informal exchange of information,
views and experience?

The Member States’ feedback on these ideas would help in generating
recommendations to further improve the modalities of implementation of CBMs.

The Kazakh Chairmanship's initiative to conduct a review at the SOC meeting
on 15 June 2022, with a focus on one dimension, could provide a good basis for
establishing a permanent review mechanism in the future. The format of the
SOC for such a review and an annual periodicity with a specific theme seems to
be the best approach.

Conclusion

This Food for Thought Paper contains a non-exhaustive list of areas for possible
improvement of the modalities for CICA CBM implementation, based on the
practical experience of recent years.

In case of interest and political will of the Member States to update such
modalities, this process could be carried out by revising and updating
provisions of Chapter 3 of the Catalogue and Chapter 7 of the Rules of
Procedure with their inclusion in a separate “framework” document dedicated
to the modalities for implementation of CBMs. At the same time, the Catalogue
would retain its role as the main document containing a complete list of CBMs,
remaining a kind of “substantive menu of CBMs”, and the Rules of Procedure
would be the general “rules of the game” of the Member States in the governing
bodies of the organization.
