CONCEPT PAPER

on Implementation of Confidence Building Measures in Human
Dimension
Based on the Catalogue of Confidence Building Measures of CICA adopted
in 2004 and Cooperative Approach for the Implementation of Confidence
Building Measures of 2007 adopted at the meeting of Senior Officials
Committee in March 2021, the Republic of Uzbekistan volunteered to be
Coordinator in Human Dimension.

The Concept Paper specifies the development and implementation of the
CICA Plan on Implementation of Confidence Building Measures in line with the
following order: (I) Objectives; (II) Principles; (III) Approaches; and the
appendix “Action Plan on Implementation of Confidence Building Measures of
CICA in Human Dimension”.

L. Objectives

1. Peaceful, democratic and sustainable development of the CICA Member
States;

2. Observance and protection of fundamental rights and freedoms, set out
in the UN Charter, the Almaty Act and other documents of CICA;

3. Promotion of culture of peace and dialogue among civilizations;

4, Expansion of interreligious dialogue on spiritual traditions;

5. Implementation of joint measures on the development of innovations and
education;

6. Establishment of favourable environment for the development of
cooperation on humanitarian aspects among the CICA Member States;

7. Development and enhancement of civilized society, based on sustainable

development, supremacy of law and observance of human rights;
8.  Protection and promotion of women’s rights to ensure sustainable
development, security and stability of the CICA Member States;
9. Implementation of confidence building measures on human rights and
fundamental freedoms;
10. Development of cooperation on business and human rights related
aspects (June 2021 marks the 10t anniversary of the UN Guiding Principles on
Business and Human Rights. The document was developed to address and prevent
the business-related human rights violation.

As part of developing cooperation on business related aspects of human
rights, we propose to implement exchange of experience by conducting joint
events (seminar, training etc.), as well as consultative information exchange and



review of the experience of the CICA Member States which adopted the National
Action Plan on Business and Human Rights);

11. Development of cooperation on human rights in the field of education,
and establishment of human rights culture;

12. Ensuring freedom and pluralism of mass media in promotion of
confidence building measures in all dimensions of CICA as agreed.

II. Principles

All decisions, associated with the implementation of confidence building
measures of CICA in Human Dimension, should be made based on consultations
and consensus in line with the Almaty Act, the Declaration on the Principles
Guiding Relations Between the CICA Member States, the Catalogue of Confidence
Building Measures, the Cooperative Approach for the Implementation of the CICA
Confidence Building Measures. The participation of the Member States in
activities, outlined in the Action Plan, will be on a voluntary basis with all due
respect of human rights, fundamental freedoms and development of societies,
based on pluralistic democracy and supremacy of law.

III. Approaches

These goals and objectives will be implemented on a gradual, step-by-
step basis in accordance with the national legislation and regulations, given the
specifics and particularities of various regions of Asia.

The CICA Member States will be led by their commitments under
international law when exercising their sovereign powers, including the right
to set their own policies and administrative regulations.

When needed, to conduct bilateral meetings with other interested
Member States with the view to study matters related to Human Dimension of
CICA, including situations and specific cases that need to be addressed. The
time and venue of such meetings will be determined as mutually agreed
through the diplomatic channels.
