CONCEPT PAPER
for the Rally of Volunteer Movement Leaders of the countries of the
Conference on Interaction and Confidence Building Measures in Asia under
the auspices of the CICA Youth Council

Introduction

The Sixth CICA Summit held in Kazakhstan in October 2022 brought together
the leaders of the Member States, who shared their future vision to ensure peace,
prosperity and security in the Asian region.

Thus, as CICA Chairman, President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Kassym-
Jomart Tokayev underscored in his address the important priority of focusing on the
human dimension, saving and developing human resources.

Commending the meeting of the CICA Youth Council in Astana in July 2022,
President Tokayev expressed his opinion regarding the great prospects in this
direction. In particular, an initiative was put forward to hold the Rally of Volunteer
Movement Leaders of the CICA Countries in Astana in 2024 under the auspices of
the Youth Council.

Therefore, the Republic of Kazakhstan is planning to hold the Rally of Volunteer
Movement Leaders of the CICA Countries (hereinafter referred to as the Rally). This
international event will gather CICA Member States for joint work to address various
social, economic and environmental challenges in volunteering.

The Rally will serve as a valuable platform for tackling social issues and
drawing attention to volunteering in Asian countries. It will promote intercultural
dialogue and enhance cooperation among Asian countries.

The Rally is scheduled to have different trainings and educational activities to
help participants increase their skillset in volunteering and social accountability.

Venue: Astana, Republic of Kazakhstan

Date: May/June 2024

Format: Hybrid (online and offline)

Languages: English, Russian, Kazakh

Duration: 2 to 4 days

Participants: Leaders of volunteer organizations, active volunteers,
government authorities of CICA countries

Number of participants: A country delegation can be represented by up to
5 people (2 representatives of a government authority and 3 representatives of active
volunteers or volunteer organizations)

Hosts: Ministry of Culture and Information of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
Secretariat of the Conference on Interaction and Confidence Building Measures in
Asia

Partners: UN Volunteers programme and other UN agencies



The CICA Volunteer Rally aims at:

1. Uniting efforts: The Rally involves cooperation and collaborative work among
participants from different Asian countries. It will create a platform for sharing
knowledge, experience and best practices in volunteering and social accountability;

2. Developing volunteer movement: The Rally’s main objective is to stimulate
and develop volunteering in Asia. This may include trainings for participants, sharing
experiences and networking for future cooperation;

3. Addressing social issues: The Rally participants will work on specific social
iIssues such as poverty, education, environment or health. They may undertake joint
projects and activities to improve living conditions in their countries;

4. Building confidence and understanding: The Rally will also promote
intercultural understanding and build trust among participants from different
countries. This could contribute to peaceful coexistence and cooperation in the
region.

PRELIMINARY DIRECTIONS OF THE RALLY PROGRAMME:

Educational programme:

1. Leadership skills training: Learning strong leadership skills will help
participants take initiative and implement volunteer projects;

2. Volunteer management training: Participants will be able to learn the
principles and best practices of volunteer programme management, including
recruiting, training, and evaluating volunteers;

3. Communication skills training: Participants will be able to learn how to
effectively communicate and interact with other volunteers, work together on
projects, and engage with the community;

4. Training in design and management of volunteer projects: Participants will
be able to learn the basics of designing volunteer programmes, from setting goals to
evaluating outcomes.

5. Developing cross-cultural competencies: Trainings in intercultural
communication, understanding and adaptation in different cultural contexts will help
participants to effectively collaborate and interact with volunteers from other Asian
countries;

6. Social entrepreneurship training: Participants will be able to learn how to
create and manage social projects that effectively address social challenges in their
countries.

Official events:

Plenary session (themes to be agreed upon):

1. The importance of volunteering in society: discussing the role of volunteering
in promoting social development in Asian countries;

2. Volunteering and sustainable development: discussing the contribution of
volunteering to development in Asia;



Panel sessions (to be agreed upon):

1. Trends and innovations in volunteering: discussing new approaches to
volunteering, using modern technologies and online platforms to attract and
coordinate volunteers, developing virtual volunteering in Asia;

2. Charity and volunteering: discussing the close link between charity and
volunteering, the interaction between volunteers and charitable organizations,
finding ways to cooperate and joint initiatives in Asia;

3. Volunteering and youth: discussing ways to involve youth in volunteer
activities, exchanging experience among youth organizations, developing youth
leadership through volunteering;

4. Inclusive volunteering: discussing accessibility and equal opportunities for
people, taking into account the needs of all groups.

Delegations are free to make presentations at each event upon prior
registration.

Cultural events:

- Cultural diversity and business tourism: cultural events and festivals
showcasing national and ethnic traditions of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

- Sightseeing tours in the Kazakh capital, Astana.

The Rally is projected to result in the adoption of aresolution on the joint
development of volunteering in the CICA Member States.
